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Argentine investment in
pharma sector sought

Ambassador of Argentina meets DCCI President

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry (DCCI) on
Sunday sought Argentine investment in the country's phar-
maceuticals sector for mutual benefits of the two countries.
The development came during a bilateral meeting between
DCCI President Ashraf Ahmed and the Ambassador of
Argentina in Bangladesh, Marcelo Carlos Sesa, at the trade
body's Gulshan office in the capital.

"The establishment of the permanent mission of Argentina
in Bangladesh has created an opportunity to expand bilater-
al trade and investment between the two countries," said
the DCCI president.

He said the amount of bilat-
eral trade between
Bangladesh and Argentina
during the fiscal year (FY)
2022-23was US S5 678.78
million. The imports and
exports of Bangladesh
accounted for $ 663.34 mil-
lion and $ 14.55 million
respectively during the fiscal.
