Assalamu Alaikum
On behalf of the Board of Directors, I am delighted to 
welcome you all to the 64th Annual General Meeting 
(AGM) of Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry 
(DCCI).

In 2025, global trade faces multifaceted challenges, 
including intensified geopolitical tensions, rising tariffs, 
policy uncertainty, and slower-than-expected economic 
growth in key regions. According to the World Trade 
Organization (WTO), overall world merchandise trade 
volume growth was expected to decline from 2.8% in 2024 
to 2.4% in 2025 and further to 0.5% in 2026. Moreover, 
FDI inflows to emerging and developing economies 
have fallen to less than half of their 2008 peak, reflecting 
investor caution amid rising global risks. 

WTO also cautions that rising import prices and slower 
trade shipments could fuel inflation, as inventories 
decline in sectors were heavily impacted by tariffs. On the 
other hand, the IMF projected global economic growth 
to slow to 3.2% in 2025 and 3.1% in 2026, down from 
3.3% in 2024, as the world economy contends with rising 
protectionism and fragmentation. In south Asia and 
other developing economies, growth outlook for 2025 
remained resilient but fragile. However, neighboring 
countries continue to face weak global demand, rising 
fiscal stress, persistent inflation, and a decline in private 
investment. 

Bangladesh is currently experiencing an economic 
slowdown, exacerbated by political instability, which has 
disrupted business operations and undermined confidence 
of investors thus slowing down the industrial production 
and trade flows. In this evolving global landscape, 
resilience and adaptive policy are critical. Countries 
with diversified export base, stable macroeconomic 
frameworks, and proactive reform agenda are better 

positioned to withstand external shocks and maintain 
competitiveness in an increasingly fragmented world 
economy, particularly in navigating the challenges and 
opportunities arising from LDC graduation.

State of the Bangladesh Economy
At the beginning of 2025, Bangladesh demonstrated 
renewed optimism and economic confidence, signaling 
the start of stabilization after a period of international and 
domestic turmoil. The country is gradually recovering 
through prudent macroeconomic management, effective 
policy coordination, and strong resilience of the private 
sector. The proactive reforms in banking, trade and 
investment policies helped restore confidence, paving 
the way for sustainable long-term growth and inclusive 
development. 

Despite this positive development, Bangladesh’s economy 
continued to face considerable challenges in 2025. The 
macroeconomic indicators were constrained by tight fiscal 
and monetary policies, stagnant investment, persistent 
inflation, and energy supply shortage. The financial sector 
remains under pressure, with private sector credit growth 
registering a 22-year low at 6.35%, accompanied by high 
interest rates. 

The fiscal deficit widened to 4.7% of GDP, driven by rising 
subsidies and interest payments, even as the government 
pursued cautious spending and tax reforms. The revenue-
to-GDP ratio declined to 7.9%, one of the lowest in 
the region, underscoring structural weaknesses in tax 
mobilization. 

Bangladesh faces intertwined challenges in both the 
short and medium term, stemming from a reshaped 
global trade landscape, marked by shifting supply chain, 
reciprocal tariff and emerging regional blocs. Real GDP 
growth is estimated to have moderated to 3.97% in FY25, 
down from 4.22% in FY24. However, GDP growth at 
constant price slipped to 3.35% in Q4 of FY25, compared

Reflecting the positive development, the IMF, World 
Bank and Asian Development Bank (ADB) have revised 
Bangladesh’s FY25 growth forecast to a more conservative 
range of 3.8% to 4.0%. 

Poverty trends have similarly raised concerns. 
According to the World Bank and other private research 
organizations, the poverty levels have risen since 2022. 
While the estimates vary, there is a consensus that poverty 
is on an upward trend. A Recent estimate by the PPRC 
showed that the extreme or lower poverty rate increased 
to 9.35% in 2025, up from 5.6% in 2022, primarily due to 
declining real income, wage reduction, unemployment, 
and job losses in the industrial and services sector, as well 
as a reverse migration of workers from urban employment 
to agriculture. The report also highlighted that one in 
every four people now lives below the poverty line, while 
one in every ten remains trapped in extreme poverty.

Food Security
Food security remained a pressing concern throughout 
FY25, shaped by domestic supply disruptions, high 
inflation, energy shortage, and the lingering effects of 
early-year flooding, disproportionately affected low-
income households, eroded their purchasing power and 

access to essential nutrition. Strengthening supply chains, 
investing in storage and logistics, adopting AI-driven 
precision agriculture, and implementing climate-resilient 
farming practices are therefore critical for ensuring long-
term food security in Bangladesh.

However, the situation with food security has improved 
because the supply chain management and agricultural 
productivity have been reinforced at the beginning of 
2025. Enhanced coordination among ministries and local 
administrations, reinforced flood control measures, and 
upgraded transportation networks have strengthened 
food distribution. Stabilizing global commodity prices 
and increased domestic agricultural output have further 
helped moderate food prices. Additionally, targeted social 
safety programs have improved access to nutritious food 
for low-income families, mitigating some of the adverse 
impacts of earlier disruption.

Inflation remained one of the most persistent 
macroeconomic challenges in 2025. Despite recent 
moderation, headline inflation averaged 10% in FY25, 
driven by food, logistics, repeated supply chain shocks, 
and high energy cost. Encouragingly, inflationary 
pressure began to ease from mid-2025. The overall 
headline inflation has declined to 8.36%, with food 
inflation at 7.64% and Non-food (National) at 8.98% 
(September 2025). This improvement reflects responsible 
fiscal management, effective monetary tightening by 
Bangladesh Bank and a steady improvement in domestic 
supply condition. 

With the stabilisation of transport and logistics, markets 
for essential commodities have started to normalise, 
bringing much-needed relief to our consumers. Sustained 
inflation management will depend on a stable energy 
supply, credible fiscal discipline, and effective monetary 
management. The government’s focus on maintaining 
affordable energy prices and providing targeted 
subsidies on essential goods has played a vital role in 
restoring households’ purchasing power and consumers’ 
confidence. 

Investment, financing and Banking sector
Investment remained sluggish throughout the year. Private 
sector confidence was weakened by political uncertainty, 
deteriorating law and order, high borrowing cost, and 
persistent energy shortfall. As a result, the investment 
to GDP ratio declined to 29.38%, while private sector 
credit growth dropped to 6.35%, the lowest in over two 
decades. High lending rate and liquidity shortage in the 
banking system, coupled with political uncertainty and 
weak business confidence, deterred entrepreneurs from 
undertaking new investment and expanding existing 
operations. 

In response, the interim government initiated a Banking 
Commission to oversee sectoral reforms and strengthen 
governance, especially when the NPLs reached 24.1%, and 
capital adequacy ratio in several state-owned and private 
banks falling below the regulatory thresholds. Bangladesh 
Bank has introduced a Bank Resolution Ordinance and 
drafted an Insolvency and Bankruptcy Ordinance, 2025, 
for strengthening liquidity support mechanisms, aligning 
loan classification with international standards, and 
standardizing asset recovery in case of insolvency. 

However, there are also some indications of potential 
stabilisation. Recent reports suggest that a rebound 
in deposit growth, gradual recovery of bad loans, and 
effective handling of distressed banks, along with ongoing

Exchange rate
After several years of depreciation, Bangladesh’s exchange 
rate stabilized in 2025 under a newly adopted market-
based regime. Taka averaged BDT 120.9 per USD, 
depreciating by 8.7% from the previous year but holding 
since May 2025. The current account surplus of USD 149 
million in FY25 marks a notable improvement, supported 
by strong remittance inflow, moderating imports, and a 
gradual recovery in exports. Foreign exchange reserve 
has stood at USD 27.33 billion (BPM6 basis), while 
Remittance inflows grew by 26% year on year. In addition, 
exports rose to 5.26% (Jul-Sep’25) compared to the same 
period of the last year, driven by robust performance in 
RMG, Leather, and Footwear products. 

Industrial and Manufacturing Performance
The industrial sector began to regain momentum in 2025 
after a period of slowdown in the previous year.  In August 
2025, large-Scale Manufacturing (LSM) output has 
increased by 4.14% with the recovery in the ready-made 
garments, pharmaceutical and food processing sectors. 
The Index of Industrial Production of Manufacturing 
reached 210.31 in august 2025, reflecting a 3.79% 
improvement over the previous quarter. Nevertheless, 
structural constraints such as gas supply interruption, 
high price of raw materials, and unpredictable labor 
strikes constantly interfere with the production and 
export plans, undermining confidence of international 
buyers.

The policy support measures, which have been shaping 
up in the recent period, the more reliable energy supply 
and better collaboration in the domain of labor relations 
have helped many of the factories to be restored to the 
full working capacity. It is important to note that Micro 
and Small Enterprises (MSEs) have been very resilient, 
which have been supported through specific financial 
support programme. The introduction of intelligent 
manufacturing and capacity building to industrial 
workers as a part of the National Industrial Policy 2025 is 
an attempt to enhance competitiveness and create a more 

robust industrial base as Bangladesh makes progress in 
the recovery path. 

Foreign Direct Investment
Business sentiment showed moderate improvement in 
FY25, supported by ongoing reforms and a stabilizing 
macroeconomic environment, resulting in renewed 
investment momentum. Net FDI inflow rose to USD 
1.68 billion, up nearly 14% from the previous fiscal year. 
During January-March, 2025, FDI inflow increased to 
USD 788 million, with significant investment directed 
towards the Banking, Textile & Apparel, Power and 
Telecommunication sectors. The investment climate 

has improved as a result of the introduction of online 
regulatory services, one-stop portals, and favorable tax 
incentives. However, net FDI inflow declined sharply by 
62% in April-June 2025, falling to USD 303.27 million. 

Debt Management
Public debt remains within a sustainable limit, supported 
by prudent fiscal discipline and gradual improvement 
in revenue collection. The debt-to-GDP ratio climbed 
to 36% though below the 50% sustainability threshold. 
The government has prioritized efficient use of foreign 
loans and adopted a cautious approach toward new 
borrowing. Foreign debt servicing has been well 
managed through stronger Forex reserve and improved 
exchange rate predictability. The fiscal deficit remains 
within a manageable range, while domestic borrowing 
is increasingly directed toward productive infrastructure 
and social development programs that generate long-
term economic returns.

Energy Security
Bangladesh has expanded its power generation capacity, 
yet the overall energy sector continues to face challenges 
due to heavy reliance on fossil fuel import, which 
accounted for around 65% of total power supply in FY25. 
The energy sector is gradually stabilizing through new 
investments and diversification of energy sources. Power 
generation capacity has improved, with an additional 
1,200 MW added from renewable and gas-based projects. 

The 10-year tax holiday for renewable energy investments 
has attracted private sector participation, while grid 
modernization and energy efficiency programs are

These initiatives mark a critical 
transition toward sustainable energy security, supporting 
industrial growth, environmental objectives, and long-
term economic stability.

Employment
Bangladesh’s unemployment rate rose to 4.63% in the 
Q2 of FY25, as a growing number of job seekers failed 
to secure employment, according to the latest Quarterly 
Labour Force Survey. Geopolitical tensions and trade 
disruptions are the key factors that weakening the 
economic outlook, leading to slower job growth.

Geo-economic Crisis and Recovery
The geoeconomic turbulence, compounded by domestic 
political disruption, posed major challenges for 
Bangladesh. However, the country has demonstrated 
remarkable resilience, turning crises into opportunities 
for reform and renewal. Through prudent economic 
management, sectoral diversification, and decisive policy 
action, Bangladesh is now on a steady path toward 
recovery and sustained progress.

Future Outlook
Bangladesh’s recovery from both global and domestic 
disruptions underscore its economic resilience and 
adaptive capacity. With GDP growth projected to 
accelerate to 4.9% in FY2025-26, the country is poised 
to regain its high-growth trajectory. Continued 
implementation of reform in the banking, fiscal, and 
trade sectors will be crucial to consolidate this recovery 
and sustain long-term stability.

Against the backdrop, Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & 
Industry (DCCI), has played a proactive role in supporting 
private sector resilience and policy dialogue. In 2025, 
DCCI conducted 30 seminars, policy dialogue and focus 
group discussions, alongside 34 high level call on meetings 
with policymakers, to advocate for a competitive business 
environment. These engagements addressed critical 
reforms in trade policy, SME development, logistics, and 
investment climate. 

Looking ahead, DCCI remains committed to facilitating 
public-private collaboration, encouraging innovation, 
driving industrialization, data-based decision making, 

and sustainable growth as Bangladesh prepares for its 
LDC graduation in 2026. 

Core research activities performed by the R&D 
and Policy Advocacy department of DCCI
Research & Development and Policy Advocacy 
Department of DCCI performed four major studies 
addressing significant economic and financial problems 
in this tenure. First of all, the ‘Economic Position Index 
(EPI)’ provided a quarterly shift of the activities of the 
selected sectors of the economy. Another study on 
“Listing of SMEs in the Capital Market: The Financing 
Challenges and Way Forward” revealed that although 
SMEs showed strong interest in capital market funding, 
88% had little knowledge of listing requirements. The 
study identified regulatory complexity, high cost of 
compliance, low financial literacy, and low investors’ 
confidence as key obstacles to SME participation in the 
capital market. 

Another study, “US Tariff Imposition on Bangladesh: 
Opportunities and Way Forward”, found that despite 
some challenges like high logistics cost, non-tariff barrier 
and compliance issues, Bangladesh could capitalize on 
opportunities by diversifying exports in pharmaceuticals, 
ICT, agro-products, leather goods and sustainable items. 
These opportunities could be effectively pursued through 
engagement by TICFA. 

Finally, qualitative research on “Bridging Policy Gaps 
in Addressing Non-performing Loans in Bangladesh” 
highlighted weak enforcement, political interference, and 
lack of governance, and suggested measures including 
automation in credit monitoring, transparent loan 
classification, and complete regulation independence 
of the central bank to maintain financial discipline and 
make the banking sector sustainable over the long term.

DCCI Journal of Business and Economic Policy (DJBEP) 

This year, DCCI published its second edition of the journal. 
In this edition, DJBEP covered some crucial national 
and global issues, such as the impact of U.S. tariff on 
Bangladesh exports, the implications of LDC graduation 
to the RMG sector, the interrelationship between political 
stability and economic growth, the involvement of the 
SMEs in the capital market, the policy gap for NPLs and 
women in politics and development. Together, all these 
contributions provide an insight into the dynamics that 
define the current context of the economy of Bangladesh 
and pave the way forward for future of Bangladesh.

the factors affecting the sales of Pillow and Stix branded 
chips of IMPL in the Cumilla district, as well as to provide 
recommendations for boosting the sales of IMPL’s 
Pillow and Stix branded chips in that area. The study 
revealed that increasing profit margins and offering more 
appealing promotional incentives (e.g., T-shirts, charger 
lights) could further boost sales.

Brief of remarkable policy advocacy moves
In 2025, Bangladesh’s economy faced one of its most 
challenging phases in recent years. Persistent inflation, 
currency depreciation, liquidity constraint, and rising 
interest rates strained the private sector, while global 
uncertainties compounded domestic vulnerabilities. 

Amid these headwinds, Dhaka Chamber of Commerce 
& Industry (DCCI) positioned itself as a key advocate of 
resilience and reform, driving evidence-based dialogue, 
fostering public–private partnership, and leading policy 
advocacy to sustain growth momentum. Guided by the 
annual theme “Road to Revival-2025,” DCCI focused on 
macroeconomic stability, private sector competitiveness, 
and a smooth transition toward post-LDC graduation.

Throughout the year, DCCI actively responded to the 
country’s pressing economic realities, from rising inflation 
and trade disruptions to energy shortages and financial 
instability. With a strong commitment to addressing 
these burning issues and explore emerging opportunities, 
DCCI organized a series of seminars, Focus Group 
Discussions (FGDs), Round Table Discussions (RTDs) 
workshops, and direct policy dialogues to help navigate 
these challenges and support sustainable economic 
growth. Each initiative was designed not merely to 
identify problems but to propose actionable, data-driven 
solutions, strengthening DCCI’s role as the voice of the 
private sector.

At the macroeconomic level, DCCI began the year with 
its “Meet the Press: Road to Revival 2025,” setting the 
tone for national recovery priorities: reducing lending 
rates, stabilizing inflation, and restoring confidence in the 
exchange rate. As these issues persisted, Dhaka Chamber 
organized its flagship event, titled “Bi-annual Economic 
State and Future Outlook of Bangladesh Economy-
Private Sector Perspective”, to assess monetary trends, 

fiscal pressures, and sectoral performances. Economists 
and policymakers jointly recommended strengthening 
fiscal discipline, broadening the bond market, and 
improving CMSMEs access to affordable credit. The 
seminar underscored that predictable policy measures, 
prudent reserve management, and consistent reform 
are essential to sustain macroeconomic stability in the 
uncertain global environment.

In continuation of fiscal advocacy, DCCI, in collaboration 
with Daily Samakal and Channel 24, organized the “Live 
Pre-Budget Discussion 2025–26: Expectations of the 
Private Sector.” The event created a bridge between the 
business community and policymakers on issues such 
as corporate taxation, FTA/PTA negotiations, trade 
diversification, and automation of government services. 
DCCI emphasized the importance of a unified investment 
policy, rational tax structure, and export-led growth 
strategies aligned with post-LDC realities.

As financial sector vulnerabilities deepened, DCCI 
organised a policy dialogue titled “Current Challenges 
in the Banking Sector: Borrowers’ Perspective,” where 
it advocated for transparent debt restructuring, fair 
loan classification, and the establishment of a dedicated 
Asset Management Company (AMC) to manage non-
performing loans. The session also recommended 
adopting market-based exchange rates and strengthening 
credit governance to improve financial stability. 
Complementing this, the FGD on “Implementation of 
IFRS for SMEs” addressed the challenge of weak financial 
reporting, calling for simplified accounting standards, 
capacity-building programs, and incentives for digital 
recordkeeping to enhance the creditworthiness of small 
enterprises.

As 2025 began with political uncertainties and 
deteriorating law and order situation, DCCI organized 
a series of discussions to address these emerging 
challenges and strengthen the business environment. 
Like, “Ensuring Improved Law and Order for Business 
Facilitation,” highlighted the need for a secure and 
orderly environment to support trade and investment. 
Recognizing this, DCCI held a consultation meeting titled 
“Business, Trade and Investment, Law & Order, Income 
Tax & VAT, Inflation, High Interest Rate and Traffic 
Congestion,” bringing together local entrepreneurs, tax 
officials, and law enforcement representatives to discuss 
high operating costs, regulatory complexity, urban 
congestion, and complex taxation. DCCI advocated for

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simplified tax and VAT laws, formalization of unlicensed 
enterprises, and enhanced support for SMEs, including 
refinancing schemes and concessional lending for women 
entrepreneurs.

As Bangladesh approaches LDC graduation, DCCI 
expanded its policy engagement on trade readiness and 
competitiveness. In partnership with the Economic 
Relations Division (ERD), DCCI hosted an FGD on 
“Implementation of the Smooth Transition Strategy 
(STS)” to assess institutional preparedness for post-
graduation challenges. The session called for enhanced 
coordination among ministries, WTO-compliant 
incentive frameworks, and sustained support for export-
oriented industries. Similarly, the seminar on “Export-
Import Policies in Bangladesh: Requirements and 
Challenges upon LDC Graduation” emphasized on 
the need for tariff reform, digital trade facilitation, and 
strategic trade partnerships with ASEAN, China and the 
EU.

DCCI also focused on exploring new export frontiers 
and enhancing sectoral competitiveness. Through 
the FGD on “Sustainable Export Growth in the 
Post-LDC Era: Strategies for the Leather Sector,” it 
emphasized strengthening environmental compliance 
by ensuring fully functional CETPs, improving bonded 
warehouse facilities, and building a distinct “Brand 
Bangladesh Leather” for global recognition. Similarly, 
the Chamber shed light on the untapped potential of 
the toy manufacturing sector by organizing an FGD 
on “Diversifying the Export Basket: Innovation, 
Export Potential and Market Expansion of the Toy 
Manufacturing Industry.” The discussion advocated for 
a dedicated Toy Industry Policy, establishment of quality 
certification and enhanced R&D support to transform the 
sector into a competitive, high-value export industry.

In its effort to promote SME internationalization, 
DCCI organized an FGD on “Branding and Marketing 
Challenges for CMSMEs: Unlocking Export Potential.” 
The discussion emphasized GI branding, clusters 
branding, access to digital marketing platforms, and 
public–private partnerships to help SMEs enter new 
markets. Participants also emphasized the need for 
e-commerce training, improved product packaging, and 
global certification to enhance export credibility.

Furthermore, recognizing the growing importance of the 
halal economy, DCCI convened an FGD on “Development 
of Bangladesh Halal Industry: Challenges and 

Opportunities.” The session recommended establishing 
a National Halal Board integrating Islamic Foundation, 
BSTI, and trade agencies, and formulating a National 
Halal Policy and Act aligned with OIC and SMIIC 
standards. It also proposed blockchain-based halal 
traceability system, accredited laboratories, and modern 
slaughterhouses to build global credibility under a unified 
“Halal Bangladesh” brand.

Infrastructure and energy challenges also received 
DCCI’s strong policy focus. The seminar on “Enhancing 
Bangladesh’s Logistics Sector for Sustainable Economic 
Growth” advocated for a long-term logistics master plan, 
multimodal connectivity, and the declaration of 2026–
2035 as the “Logistics Decade”. Likewise, an FGD on 
“Energy Efficiency in the Industrial Sector,” organized 
jointly with SANEM, called for a Green Energy Fund, 
energy audits, and renewable integration to ensure 
industrial competitiveness amid rising fuel costs. Based 
on this FGD, a comprehensive draft policy has been 
developed aimed at enhancing energy efficiency across 
our industries. To share and discuss the draft policy, 
a Dissemination Event was held titled “Bangladesh 
Industrial Energy Efficiency Policy: A Draft for 
Sustainable Progress” to gather crucial feedback from 
key stakeholders and finalize the policy.

To address rapid urbanization and environmental 
degradation, DCCI held an FGD on “Decentralisation 
and Environmental Welfare of the Capital: Towards 
a Sustainable Dhaka.” The dialogue emphasized the 
need to decongest the capital by developing regional 
business hubs, restoring canals, and promoting circular 
waste management. These recommendations aligned 
with DCCI’s broader advocacy for balanced regional 
development and sustainable urban economies.

As part of the digital transformation agenda, DCCI 
organized a FGD on “Digital Banking for All: Bridging 
Gap in Financial Inclusion.” It focused on expanding 
access to fintech solutions for unbanked populations, 
strengthening cybersecurity, and integrating mobile-
based financial systems to promote inclusive growth. 
Similarly, the stakeholder dialogue on “Effective Market 
Monitoring for Safeguarding Consumer and Business 
Interests” underscored the importance of data-driven 
price monitoring, inter-agency coordination and 
transparent market practice.

As FDI inflows are decreasing, and to create a more 
conducive business environment for investors, DCCI

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organized a seminar on “Advancing Dispute Settlement 
and Contract Enforcement for Businesses.” The event 
addressed growing concerns in the private sector over 
lengthy litigation, inconsistent contract enforcement, 
and high dispute resolution costs, which often deter both 
domestic and foreign investors. DCCI recommended 
establishing specialized commercial courts for faster 
case disposal, modernizing arbitration laws in line with 
international best practices, and digitalizing judicial 
procedures to enhance transparency and accessibility. The 
seminar highlighted that an effective dispute settlement 
system not only ensures fairness but also strengthens 
Bangladesh’s reputation as a credible destination for 
investment and trade.

As part of its continued commitment to data-driven 
economic planning, DCCI has recently developed a 
pioneering tool, the Economic Position Index (EPI), to 
measure quarterly shifts in economic activity, specifically 
within the manufacturing and service sectors. The 
objective of the EPI is to accurately reflect sectoral 
dynamics and to support evidence-based decision-
making by policymakers, researchers, and industry 
leaders alike. To validate the framework, methodology, 
and preliminary findings of this newly developed index, 
DCCI organized an FGD on “Economic Position Index.”

DCCI has always championed strong industry–academia 
collaboration to ensure an innovative and needs-based 
human resource supply for the economy. In line with 
this commitment, it organized a Round Table Discussion 
(RTD) on “Smart Human Capital Development in the 
Context of the Fourth Industrial Revolution (4IR)” The 
discussion underscored the widening skills gap between 
graduates and industry requirements and recommended 
responsive curricula, industry-supported research, and 
structured internship programs to create a job-ready 
workforce and foster innovation-led growth.

Public Confidence in both public and private healthcare 
services remain fragile including high out-of-pocket 
expenditures, supply side and infrastructural gaps, 
regulatory and policy gaps and limiting oversight. At 
the same time, healthcare providers highlighted patient 
behavior issues, unrealistic expectations, and emotional 
stress, particularly in pre- and post-surgery situations, 
reflecting a growing patient-provider divide. To 
address these challenges and rebuild confidence, DCCI 
organized a seminar titled “Strengthening Confidence 
in the Healthcare System in Bangladesh: A Strategy for 
Quality Assurance” on 13 December, 2025. The objectives 

of the Seminar are to identify practical interventions to 
strengthen confidence, enhance quality assurance and 
reduce reliance on outbound healthcare tourism.

By the end of 2025, DCCI actively engaged with all key 
Ministries including Finance, Commerce, Industries, and 
Energy, Power and Mineral Resources through research 
briefs and policy dialogues. These initiatives consistently 
reflected a clear purpose, addressing every fiscal, 
structural, and social challenge with practical, results-
driven solutions. From advocating CMSME reforms 
and tax simplification to promote trade diplomacy, 
innovation, and sustainable energy, DCCI demonstrated 
how private sector leadership can effectively complement 
government policy to drive inclusive growth. 

In 2025, these efforts reinforced DCCI’s commitment 
to building a resilient, competitive, and knowledge-
driven economy, tackling immediate issues like inflation, 
liquidity, and investment stagnation while laying the 
foundation for a data-driven, sustainable, and innovation-
led post-LDC future.

In order to create an enabling business environment, some 
of the key policy recommendations and important issues 
in 18 major policies were placed to different draft national 
policies for trade, investment and industry to ease the 
policy ecosystem and further development of the private 
sector. During this year, DCCI provided research-based 
policy inputs on, but not limited to Electric Vehicle (EV) 
Industry Development Policy-2025; Trade Organization 
Rules-2025; Import Policy Order, 2024-2027; Bangladesh 
Standards and Testing Institution Rules, 2025; Shipping 
Agent Licensing Rules, 2025; Intellectual Property 
Rights (IPR) Enforcement Rules, 2025; Insolvency 
and Bankruptcy Ordinance, 2025; Bangladesh-Japan 
Economic Partnership Agreement (EPA); SAARC 
Regional Investment Treaty; U.S. Reciprocal Tariff and 
Non-Tariff Measures & Bangladesh’s Position in the 
WTO’s LDC Group; Rationalization of existing duty 
on Raw Material, Chemicals and Machineries of Man-
made Fiber (MMF) based RMG; Trade barriers and

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I’m pleased to report that DCCI’s policy advocacy efforts 
have yielded positive results. Reviewing the tax collection 
data of the fiscal year 2024-2025, we have found that tax 
revenue collection achieved 80% of its target, reaching 
BDT 370,874 crore against a goal of BDT 463,500 crore, 
which is 2.23% more than the previous year. Of this total, 
38.18% (BDT 141,586 crore) came from VAT, 34.81% 
(BDT 129,090 crore) from direct taxes, and 27.02% (BDT 
100,198 crore) from customs duty.

Additionally, through a collaborative effort with Daily 
Samakal and Channel-24, DCCI hosted a “Live Pre-
Budget Discussion 2025-26: Expectations of the Private 
Sector” on April 13, 2025. This event presented the private 
sector’s expectations to the government, with the aim of 
fostering an inclusive and business-friendly budget for 
FY26.

15 of the 42 submitted proposals (35.71%) were 
implemented across Income Tax, VAT, and import duty 
areas in FY25 Four (4) income tax related proposals 
(27 percent) and 6 VAT proposals (40 percent) and 5 
customs proposals (33 percent) were fully or partially 
implemented. Income tax proposals including those 
regarding Section 55 pertaining to disallowance of 
deductions in specific instances, Section 72 regarding 
accounting method to determine income, Section 106 on 
deduction of tax at the source on interest on securities, 
as well as the Section 264(3) concerning the requirement 
to provide evidence of having submitted the returns were 
enacted. 

Under VAT proposals, the provisions that have been 
implemented are Section 68 on carryforward and refund 
of negative net amount, Section 69 on refunding of 
negative net amount without carryforward, Section 70 on 
application of refunded amount, Section 85 on penalty 
provisions of various non-compliances and failure, and 
Section 2(57) are turnover threshold and turnover tax 
rate of non-Vatable business. Customs proposals that 
were introduced such as the refund of Advance Income 
Tax (AIT) in the importation stage as well as the Section 
2(18Ka)(b) dealing with the coverage and exceptions of 
inputs such as refrigerators and freezers were adopted 
wholly or in part.

Trade Facilitation
In 2025, DCCI’s Trade Facilitation and International 
Affairs Department actively contributed to enhance 
international trade connectivity, commercial diplomacy 

and cultivating cross-border business opportunities. 
Aligned with these strategic priorities, an array of 
targeted and high-impact initiatives was executed, 
including organizing business delegations, hosting 
foreign trade missions, facilitating B2B matchmaking 
sessions, reactivating partnerships with international 
chambers, conducting trade research and market 
analysis, and addressing trade barriers through strategic 
policy advocacy. These initiatives collectively contributed 
to expanding the global trade footprint of DCCI member 
companies and strengthening private sector engagement 
in cross-border commerce.

Economic Diplomacy and Trade Promotion
DCCI continued to consolidate its strategic role in 
advancing commercial diplomacy through sustained 
engagement with foreign missions and international 
trade promotion agencies. The core focus remained 
on enhancing Bangladesh’s global brand positioning, 
fostering trade and investment partnerships, enhancing 
collaboration across G2B and B2B platforms and 
addressing trade-related barriers to improve market 
access. 

Throughout the year, DCCI actively engaged with key 
Embassies, High Commissions, and International Partner 
Organizations, thereby enhancing Bangladesh’s visibility 
and strategic presence in both regional and global 
economic arenas.

Hosting Inbound Business Delegation
In line with its objectives of enhancing international 
market access and trade connectivity for SME-based 
member companies, DCCI hosted six inbound business 
delegations.

Creating Market Access Opportunities for DCCI 
Members

During the year 2025, over 1,206 B2B matchmaking 
meetings were organized through in-person sessions, 
virtual platforms, and email introductions. These 
initiatives enabled 317 DCCI member companies to 
connect directly with more than 461 foreign businesses, 
fostering new partnerships, expanding trade relations, 
and linking investment collaboration.

Trade Research and Market Intelligence Supports

In 2025, the Trade Facilitation Department prepared 
71 country-specific bilateral trade and investment 
factsheets, offering DCCI members detailed economic 
snapshots, three-year export-import statistics, inbound 
FDI data, and the top 10 export-import items for each 
country. These overviews are available on the DCCI 
website, providing members with the insights needed to 
understand and assess demand and supply dynamics and 
explore international business collaborations.

Reactivation Partnership with International Chambers 
and Trade Promotion Agencies

In 2025, a total of 26 meetings were held—both virtually 
and in person—with 23 foreign chambers of commerce 
and trade promotion agencies from 14 countries: the 
UAE, Sri Lanka, Pakistan, Canada, Hong Kong, Taiwan, 
Australia, Singapore, South Korea, China, Argentina, 
Morocco, Nigeria and India. These meetings aimed to 
strengthen chamber to chamber collaboration, explore 
new business opportunities, and promote bilateral trade 
and investment links.

Enhancing Information Flow on Global Trade

During the year 2025, a total of 25 informational bulletins 
covering 14 countries, highlighting opportunities related 
to international expos, fairs, delegations and B2B 
matchmaking events were circulated to distinguished 
members. The objective was to expand international 
trade connectivity and update members regarding global 
fairs, expos, and B2B matchmaking opportunities in 
the promising markets like Vietnam, Malaysia, India, 
Sri Lanka, Iran, China, Taiwan, Pakistan, UAE, Türkiye, 
Singapore, Greece, USA, and Australia, among its 
member basket throughout the year 2025.

Institutional activities of DCCI
I would like to share some of the institutional activities 
and achievements of the DCCI held in 2025.

Activities of DCCI Business Institute (DBI)
DCCI Business Institute (DBI), established in 1999 under 
the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI), 
continues to play a pioneering role in enhancing the 
knowledge, skills and competencies of entrepreneurs, 
managers, executives, and job seekers to meet the 
challenges of globalization and a competitive business 
environment.

In 2025, DBI successfully conducted various training 
programs as per its annual Training Calendar.

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Activities of DBI College Library
Dhaka Chamber library was established in 1969 as a 
well-equipped library with a collection of 8,700 books, 
journals, magazines, BBA course related books, and other 
publications.

DCCI Project Department:
The Project Department of DCCI has long served as a 
catalyst for private sector–led growth and development 
through strategic partnerships with international 
development agencies. Over the years, DCCI has 
successfully collaborated with organizations such as the 
World Bank, ADB, UNDP, USAID, EU, ECHO, ITC, 
TFO, ESCAP, JICA, IFC, GTZ, APO, JETRO, ILO, CBI 
and others to promote trade, investment, and industrial 

development in Bangladesh. These collaborations have 
supported initiatives that strengthen resilience, enhance 
export capacity, and foster sustainable economic 
transformation.

Economic Growth (TRISEG) project is a five-year 
initiative implemented by Trade Facilitation Office 
(TFO) Canada and funded by Global Affairs Canada. The 
project works with Trade Support Institutions (TSIs) and 
other stakeholders to improve access to Canadian and 
international markets for SMEs, particularly those owned 
or led by women and under-represented groups across 16 
developing and least developed countries in Africa, Asia, 
and Latin America. 

By strengthening climate-resilient SMEs, the project aims 
to promote sustainable and inclusive economic growth in 
participating countries. The Project Implementation Plan 
received formal approval from Global Affairs Canada 
in November 2025. The Dhaka Chamber of Commerce 
& Industry (DCCI) has been identified as a potential 
partner for the Bangladesh component of the project.

Standing Committee activities and Board Meetings
14 Standing Committees headed by 14 members of the 
Board of Directors who acted as ‘Coordinating Directors’ 
of these committees throughout the year conducted 36 
meetings where some important policy recommendations 
were made for the private sector development and support 
desired economic growth. I would like to take the privilege 
of thanking all coordinating Directors, Convenors, Joint 
Convenors and members of all Standing Committees for 
their cordial cooperation and efforts throughout the year.

11 (eleven) Board meetings and 2 (two) emergency 
meetings of the Board of Directors, DCCI were held 
till the end of December to discuss the managerial and 
financial issues along with suggesting policy issues to 
improve management efficiency of the Chamber.

Infrastructural Development
An initiative has been taken to enhance the beautification, 
structural strength and safety of the DCCI building. 
This includes fire safety measures, civil repairs, leakage 
resolution, and façade renovation with rooftop gardening. 
These vital upgrades are on track for swift implementation.

Social Welfare Activities
During the year 2025, as a part of its humanitarian 
assistance and social responsibility efforts, DCCI 
Foundation undertook several public welfare activities. 
To provide financial assistance to those injured during the 
July Uprising and who were undergoing treatment at the 
Combined Military Hospital (CMH), DCCI Foundation 
contributed BDT 10,00,000 (Taka Ten Lakh) to ICC 
Bangladesh. 

Furthermore, during witnter season as part of the 
nationwide assistance programme for the poor, distressed 
and vulnerable cold-stricken people, a total of 4,000 
(four thousand) blankets were distributed, at a cost of 
Tk. 15,04,140/- (Taka Fifteen Lac Four Thousand One 
Hundred Forty). Additionally, a sum of Tk. 1,00,000/- 
(Taka One Lac) was donated to the children’s welfare 
organization, “Shishuder Mukto Bayu Sebon Sangstha” 
(Organization for Fresh Air for Children), to support the 
conduction of its 21st annual camp.

Membership Enrollment
DCCI is being supported by a large number of members 
engaged in several businesses ranging from export, 
import, manufacturing, banking, insurance, shipping, 
services, real estate, trading, ICT and other avenues in the 
form of MSMEs. I am delighted to mention that during the 
financial year (July 2024-June 2025), 1,375 new members 
were enrolled and 132 inactive members revived their 
membership. In addition, 4,139 members have renewed 
their membership, that reflects in last financial year total 
members reached 5,646. 

If this trend continues, I hope, total membership 
number will significantly increase by the end of this 
calendar year. It is to be noted that from 17 December 
2024 to 07 December 2025 total 1,482 members were 
newly registered, besides 4,122 members renewed their 
membership and 148 members revived their membership 
during this time. Till that period total valued members of 
DCCI stood 5,752.

Notes to the Financial Statements

1 Background

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (here-in-after referred to as the DCCI) was incorporated on 10 March 
1959 as a company limited by guarantee under the Companies Act, 1914.

1.1 Objectives

Main objectives of the DCCI are as follows:
a. To promote and foster ideas of co-operation and mutual help amongst the members engaged in Trade, 

Commerce and Industry in Bangladesh.

b. To watch over, protect and safeguard in general commercial and industrial interest in Bangladesh particularly 
of the members engaged in business in the District of Dhaka or any other place.

c. To consider and help in formulating the policy of Government from time to time relating to questions 
pertaining to Trade, Commerce and Industry.

2 Basis of preparation of financial statements

2.1 Statement of compliance
DCCI Financial Year ended as on 30 June, 2025 as per approved by the 5th  DCCI Board of Directors meeting and 
financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs), 
the Companies Act 1994 and other applicable laws and regulations.

2.2 Functional and presentation currency
The financial statements are presented in Bangladeshi Taka (BDT) which is the Chamber’s functional currency.

2.3 Authorization for issue
The financial statements were authorized for issue by the Board of Directors on 27 October  2025.

2.4 Property, plant and equipment

(a) Recognition, measurement and subsequent cost
Items of property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated 
impairment losses, if any, according to IAS 16 Property, Plant and Equipment. The cost of an item of 
property, plant and equipment comprises its purchase price, import duties and non-refundable taxes, after 
deducting trade discount and rebates, and any costs directly attributable to bringing the asset to the location 
and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the intended manner.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a separate assets, as appropriate, 
only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the company and 
the cost of the item can be measured reliably.

(b) Depreciation
Depreciation on fixed assets is charged on reducing balance method at rates ranging from 2.5% to 20% per 
annum depending on the estimated life of assets. Full year’s depreciation is charged on the additions to fixed 
assets irrespective of the date of acquisition thereof. 
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2.5 Investment property

The chamber building have been recognized as Investment property according to IAS 40. Building   are allocated 
as per space occupied  basis. Rental  spaces are 63,115 sq.ft and own  occupied spaces are 25,900  sq.ft .The value 
of the investment property is measured under cost model.

Depreciation
Depreciation on building is charged @ 5% on reducing balance method.

2.6 Taxation

(a) Current tax
Current tax is the expected tax payable on taxable income for the year, based on tax rates and tax laws which 
are enacted at the reporting date, including any adjustment for tax payable in previous periods as per IAS 12 
Income Taxes.  In accordance with income tax SRO 210/2013, dated 01 July 2013, the chamber’s income is 
exempted from tax except income from interest and income from business of the Chamber.

(b) Deferred tax
Deferred tax is provided on temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities for 
financial reporting purposes and the amounts used for taxation purposes. Deferred tax is measured at the tax 
rates that are expected to be applied to the temporary differences when they are reversed, based on the laws 
that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date.

Deferred tax was not recognized after assessing the probability of the availability of future business income 
against which temporary differences can be utilized.

2.7 Provisions
As per IAS 37 Provision, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets, a provision is recognized in the statement of 
financial position when there is a present obligation (legal or constructive) of a past event and when it is probable 
that a outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of 
the amount of the obligation.

2.8 Use of estimates and judgements
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs) 
requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of the 
assets and liabilities and disclosure of the contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements.

2.9 Reporting period and comparative
From current year the financial statements of the Chamber covered the period from 01 July  2024 to 30 June  
2025. The comparative period for the financial statements covered the period from 01 October 2023 to 30 June  
2024.  In previous year’s figures have been re-arranged wherever considered necessary to conform to current year’s 
presentation. So, the previous period’s amount is not fully comparable. The Chamber has changed its financial year 
period to comply with the regulation of Income Tax Act 2023.

2.10 Responsibility of the preparation and presentation of the financial statements
The management of the Chamber is responsible for the preparation and presentation of the financial statements.

2.11 Cash flows
The Chamber has been following Indirect Method of cash flows as per IAS 7 “Statement of Cash Flows” for 
presentation.
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2.12 Inventories
Inventories are valued at lower of cost and net realizable value as per IAS 2 Inventory.

2.13 Revenue recognition
The Chamber recognizes revenue when the amount of revenue can be reliably measured; when it is probable that 
future economic benefits will flow to the entity; and when specific criteria have been met as per IFRS 15: Revenue 
from Contracts with Customers. Interest Income is recognized  on accrual basis.

2.14 Employee benefits
The  chamber has an unfunded gratuity for its employee. Adequate provisions have been kept the financial 
statements. The chamber is in process to recognized the fund with NBR.

2.15 Related party transactions
As per IAS 24 “Related Party Transaction”, a related party is a person or entity that is related to Chamber. Related 
party transaction is a transfer of resources, services, or obligations between a reporting entity and a related party, 
regardless of whether a price is charged.

2.16 General

a) Previous year’s figures have been re-arranged wherever considered necessary to conform to current year’s 
presentation.

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Standing Committee on Country 
Competitiveness and Emerging Economic 

Opportunities

Bangladesh exemplifies a remarkable ascent in country 
competitiveness, with a consistent GDP growth rate of 
4.22% in FY2024-25. The country has successfully achieved 
lower-middle-income status and is on track for LDC 
graduation by 2026. This competitiveness is now fostering 
diverse emerging economic opportunities beyond the 
apparel sector, like leather goods, light engineering, 
pharmaceuticals, agro-processing, and shipbuilding are 
gaining global traction. Strategic location, demographic 
dividend, and improved connectivity with regional 
markets enhance Bangladesh’s investment appeal. To 
sustain competitiveness, policy reforms focusing on ease 
of doing business, innovation, and skills development are 
crucial. With the upcoming graduation from the LDC 
category, Bangladesh must embrace technology-driven 
productivity and sustainable growth to secure its position 
as a dynamic economy in the global market. Considering 
these issues, the Country Competitiveness and Emerging 
Economic Opportunities–2025 Standing Committee 
of DCCI played a vital role during the year. The main 
objective of the Committee was to examine existing 
policies, laws, rules and procedures of Bangladesh and 
recommend the way forward to make Bangladesh more 
competitive in local and export market, especially after 
the LDC graduation. 

In 2025, the standing committee organized 3 (three) 
meetings in total. Since the leather sector stands as the 2nd 
highest export earner, yet it contributes only around 2% 
of the total export basket. The committee recognizes the 
need for deeper discussion on its underlying challenges 
and opportunities. The sector continues to face major 
challenges, including receiving 60–70% lower price 
in global market due to the absence of internationally 
recognized environmental certification, while the 
upcoming LDC graduation poses further risk by 
potentially removing duty-free, quota-free market access 
benefits. In view of the above, the committee organized 
a Focus Group Discussion titled “Sustainable Export 
Growth in Post-LDC Era: Strategies for the Leather 
Sector” on Sunday, 25th May, 2025 at DCCI Auditorium. 

The discussion aims to identify the current challenges 
facing the leather industry and to explore strategic 
pathways for enhancing its export competitiveness 
in the post-LDC era. Taskeen Ahmed, President of 
DCCI, delivered the welcome address and subsequently 
moderated the event. The keynote presentation was 
delivered by Syed Nasim Manzur, President of LFMEAB 

and Former President of MCCI. Adilur Rahman Khan, 
Honorable Adviser to the Ministry of Industries, 
Government of Bangladesh, graced the event as the Chief 
Guest. The event was also attended by Special Guests 
Md. Hafizur Rahman, Administrator of FBCCI, and 
Md. Saiful Islam, Chairman of the Bangladesh Small and 
Cottage Industries Corporation (BSCIC).

Standing Committee on Customs, VAT, 
Taxation & NBR Related Issues

This year, the Standing Committee on Customs, VAT, 
Taxation, and NBR-Related Issues has been keen to 
scrutinize, examine, and enhance the rules and policies 
on customs, value-added tax, taxation as well as other 
NBR-related matters. The committee has also made useful 
policy proposals that would rationalize and streamline 
the taxation system to make business operation in the 
country more favorable. It has also come up with a number 
of powerful, appropriate, and positive recommendations 
that can be taken into consideration when formulating 
the National Budget during FY2025-26.

The committee also used a detailed annual program plan, 
which was developed at the start of the year and followed 
up during the period of reporting. Three (3) meetings 
of the Standing Committee took place during the year. 
One of those meetings was aimed at prepartion of the 
DCCI National Budget Proposal-2025. In this regard, 
Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) 
made forty-two (42) proposals to the National Board of 
Revenue (NBR). Of these, six were fully implemented, 
nine were partially implemented and twenty-seven were 
not implemented. DCCI was implementing 14.29 percent 
of its proposals wholly, 21.43 percent in parts and 64.28 
percent in parts of the areas of income tax, VAT and 
import duty.

More examination reveals that four income tax proposals 
(27 percent) and six VAT proposals (40 percent) and five 
customs proposals (33 percent) were fully or partially put 
into effect. Some of the income tax proposals including 
those regarding Section 55 pertaining to disallowance 
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of deductions in specific instances, Section 72 regarding 
accounting method to determine income, Section 106 on 
deduction of tax at the source on interest on securities, 
as well as the Section 264(3) concerning the requirement 
to provide evidence of having submitted the returns were 
enacted. Under VAT proposals, the provisions that have 
been implemented are Section 68 on carryforward and 
refund of negative net amount, Section 69 on refunding 
of negative net amount without carryforward, Section 70 
on application of refunded amount, Section 85 on penalty 
provisions of various non-compliances and failures, 
and Section 2(57) are turnover threshold and turnover 
tax rate of non-Vatable business. Some of the customs 
proposals that were introduced such as the refund of 
Advance Income Tax (AIT) in the importation stage as 
well as the Section 2(18Ka)(b) dealing with the coverage 
and exceptions of inputs such as refrigerators and freezers 
were adopted wholly or in part.

Along with such policy and advocacy activities, capacity-
building and knowledge-sharing events were also held 
by the committee throughout the year. To increase 
the awareness and compliance of the stakeholders, a 
seminar on IFRS of SMEs and a workshop on taxation 
and e-return submission were well conducted. In general, 
the Standing Committee has been active and productive 
all through the year in terms of providing useful insights 
and suggestions on how to make the fiscal policies better, 
contribute to the reforms of NBR, and make sure that 
the interests of business are represented in the national 
taxation system appropriately.

M. Mosharrof Hossain was the Coordinating Director of 
this standing committee. Lutful Hadee, FCA, LLM was 
the Convenor of the committee while Md. Shafiqul Alam, 
FCMA, FCS, FCA and Md. Abdul Matin, FCMA served 
the committee as Joint Convenors.  As members of the 
committee A. K. D. Khair Mohammad Khan, Md.

Standing Committee on Financial Sector

The Standing Committee worked as a platform to deal 
with all matters, issues & problems related to financial 
sector and to make policy recommendations and review 
the present functioning of the Banking, Financial 
Institutions, Insurance and Capital Market & Venture 
Capital Sectors, Money Market, NBFIs. 

During the year 2025 the Committee organized a 
seminar titled “Current Challenges in the Banking 
Sector: Borrowers’ Perspective” on June 28, 2025 at DCCI 
Auditorium. Dr. Anisuzzaman Chowdhury, Special 
Assistant to the Chief Adviser, Economic Relations 
Division, Ministry of Finance and Dr. Md. Ezazul Islam, 
Executive Director, Monetary Policy Department, 
Bangladesh Bank were attended the event as the Chief 
Guest & Special Guest respectively. Mr. Hossain Khaled, 
Group Managing Director, Anwar Group of Industries 
and former President, DCCI, Mr. Abdul Hai Sarker, 
Chairman, Bangladesh Association of Banks, Mr. 
Fazle Shamim Ehsan, Executive President, BKMEA & 
Managing Director, Fatullah Apparels Limited, Mr. Mati 
Ul Hasan, Managing Director, Mercantile Bank PLC 
and Ms. Sohana Rouf Chowdhury, Managing Director, 
Rangs Motors Limited also joined the event as designated 
discussants.

Standing Committee on Urbanization      
and Decentralization

Standing Committee on Urbanization and 
Decentralization-2025 focused on promoting sustainable 
urban housing and encouraging decentralization by 
formulating policy suggestions and recommendations to 
the concerned Ministries and Government agencies for 
sustainable development of the country. 

Dhaka is the capital city of Bangladesh which is densely 
populated, while the economy, administration and social 
services of the country are centrally concentrated in 
this city. Currently 40% of the total urban population of 
Bangladesh lives in Dhaka. Decentralization and planned 
urbanization are urgently needed to save Dhaka as well 
as the country from the current critical situation. For 
this reason, streamlining various services provided by 
different organizations relating to the urban housing 
sector development, improvement of habitation and 
livability in urban life, separate zoning for commercial and 
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residential area, development of relevant infrastructure 
and utility services were prioritized and persuaded at 
various policy making levels by this Standing Committee 
during this year.

Three (03) meetings were held under this standing 
committee during the year 2025 and the recommendations 
by the committee was to arrange the FGD on 
decentralization and environmental welfare of the capital.

On 23rd August 2025, the FGD titled “Decentralization 
and Environmental Welfare of the Capital: Towards a 
sustainable Dhaka” was successfully arranged by this 
Committee. Syeda Rizwana Hasan, Honorable Adviser, 
Ministry of Forest and Climate Change, Government 
of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh attended as 
Chief Guest and Engr. Reazul Islam, Chairman, RAJUK 
attended as Special Guest. Architect Mr. Iqbal Habib 
presented the keynote paper. 

Outcome of FGD:
1.	 An integrated development authority is needed 

to oversee all urban projects under a single 
framework for accountability.

2.	 Dhaka’s excessively centralization must be reduced 
by developing regional towns and secondary 
cities with adequate infrastructure, industries, 
healthcare, and educational facilities so that 
economic opportunities and population growth 
are distributed more evenly across the country.

3.	 Dhaka should be divided into three categories–
administrative, economic and population based–
supported by decentralization strategies, rural 
development and empowered local government.  

4.	 A polycentric urban system should be developed 
in Bangladesh, where multiple cities grow as strong 
centers of governance, economy, and services, 
thereby ensuring balanced national development 
and reducing Dhaka’s vulnerability etc.

Md. Mostafa Kamal, PEng Director, DCCI acted as 
the Coordinating Director; Md.Shihab Ad Din as the 
Convenor; M. Khairul Alam and Golam Mostafa Rocky 
acted as Joint Convenor of this Standing Committee. The 
other Members of the Standing Committee were: M Abu 
Hurairah, Kazi Mohd. Abu Sufian, Syed Ishtiaq Ahmed, 
Muntasir Karim, Md. Mojibur Rahman (Mamun).

Standing Committee on Energy

The Standing Committee addressed issues related to 
national energy security, with particular emphasis on 
ensuring an uninterrupted supply of energy and power at 

competitive prices for the industrial and manufacturing 
sectors. It recommended the development and adoption 
of alternative energy sources and prioritized the 
exploration and extraction of both offshore and onshore 
resources. The committee also proposed the introduction 
of LNG and LPG in industrial manufacturing to enhance 
Bangladesh’s self-reliance in meeting the growing energy 
and power demands of this sector. Energy efficiency was 
identified as a crucial factor for achieving sustainable 
energy security.

In addition, the committee stressed the necessity of 
enhancing domestic natural gas extraction to strengthen 
future energy security. It also advocated for the adoption 
of alternative energy sources—such as renewable energy, 
imported hydroelectricity, biogas, hydrogen fuel cells, and 
ethanol—as viable strategies to mitigate the prevailing 
energy challenges in the industrial sector. The committee 
further underscored the need for relevant policy reforms 
and the formulation of comprehensive guidelines to 
support these initiatives.

Moreover, the committee highlighted the importance 
of establishing a rational LNG and LPG ecosystem 
supported by robust infrastructure to ensure long-term 
energy security. This strategic approach aims to address 
the challenges arising from Bangladesh’s upcoming 
graduation from the Least Developed Country (LDC) 
status and to facilitate export diversification.

During the year, the committee convened two meetings 
to discuss the acute shortages of gas and electricity supply 
to local industries, the lack of initiatives from relevant 
authorities to explore and extract gas and oil from 
potential offshore and onshore sites, and the slow adoption 
of alternative energy sources. The recommendations 
formulated by the committee were placed before the 
Board for consideration and subsequently submitted to 
the concerned government authorities with the Board’s 
approval.

Standing Committee on Infrastructure

The Infrastructure Standing Committee-2025 focused 
on the improvement of the transport and logistical 

infrastructure (in ports, waterways, and railway systems) 
in Bangladesh to enable efficient transportation all over 
the country. Some of the highlighted issues include 
improvements of the river and train operations, resolving 
the legal and VAT problems, and addressing the problem 
of insufficient port equipment to enhance the efficiency 
of its operations. Moreover, the acceleration of the entire 
commercial process of Matarbari Deep Seaport was 
identified as one of the priorities in line with the increased 
demand in the logistics of the port. The committee further 
proposed that expanding the use of scanners in air cargo 
operations would increase the revenue collection of the 
government. It was also proposed that the uniformity 
of H.S. codes be ensured, as well as that penalties for 
inbound shipments by customs be mitigated to enhance 
port logistics efficiency.

Under this standing committee, two meetings were 
held during the year 2025. The two meetings were held 
on 11 February 2025 and 20 April 2025. The committee 
concluded during the meetings that unlocking the 
full potential of Bangladesh’s logistics sector presents 
a multifaceted challenge that demands coordinated, 
strategic action across several key areas. In order to build 
an efficient, integrated, and sustainable logistics system 
aligned with the country’s long-term economic goals, 
the committee organized a seminar titled “Enhancing 
Bangladesh’s Logistics Sector for Sustainable Economic 
Growth” on 29 June 2025.

Dr. Sheik Moinuddin, Special Assistant to the Hon’ble 
Chief Adviser, Ministry of Road Transport and Bridges, 
Government of Bangladesh, graced the event as the Chief 
Guest. The keynote presentation was delivered by Dr. M. 
Masrur Reaz, Chairman and CEO, Policy Exchange of 
Bangladesh. The event was also attended by Special Guests 
Mr. Abul Kasem Khan, Chairperson, Business Initiative 
Leading Development (BUILD) and Mr. Md. Salim 
Ullah, Chairman, Bangladesh Inland Water Transport 
Corporation (BIWTC), Government of Bangladesh. 
A distinguished panel of discussants contributed their 
insights following the keynote presentation. The panel 
included Mr. Humayun Kabir, Senior Project Officer 
(Transport) ADB; Mohammad Naquib Uddin Khan, 
President, Bangladesh Supply Chain Management 
Society (BSCMS); Mr. Shamim Ul Huq, Country 
Director, DP World, Bangladesh; Mr. Alamgir Morshed, 
Executive Director & CEO, IDCOL; and Mr. Md. Habibur 
Rahman, Additional Secretary, Member (Admin and 
Planning), Chittagong Port Authority. Around 150 
participants were present in the seminar. Many important 
recommendations have emerged in this seminar. Some of 
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the recommendations are given below:

u	 Develop and implement a comprehensive long-
term master plan for the logistics sector spanning 
25 to 50 years, guiding sustainable infrastructure 
investment, policy reforms, and sectoral 
development.

u	 Build a multidimensional, multimodal transport 
ecosystem that integrates roads, railways, inland 
waterways, seaports, air transport, and digital 
infrastructure for seamless cargo movement and 
enhanced connectivity.

u	 Construct dedicated freight expressways, 
including a priority expressway for trucks and 
lorries between Chattogram Port and Sitakunda, 
and expand national highways with dedicated 
cargo lanes, axle-load controls, and congestion 
mitigation measures.

The seminar played an important role in drawing the 
attention of policymakers to key focus areas, such as 
enhancing trade competitiveness, attracting long-term 
domestic and international investment, and ensuring 
effective project execution through real-time monitoring, 
evaluation, and digital governance.

Standing Committee on Industrial               
& Trade Policies

This Standing committee under the umbrella of 
DCCI persistently to play a major role in formulating 
and recommending policy measures that strengthen 
Bangladesh’s industrial and trade ecosystem. The 
committee provides strategic inputs to promote 
industrial competitiveness, post-LDC readiness, export 
diversification, and industrial policy reform, reaffirming 
DCCI’s commitment to supporting sustainable and 
inclusive economic growth. By engaging policymakers, 
business leaders, and development experts, the committee 
serves as an effective platform bridging the gap between 
the government and private sector. 

In 2025, the committee organised three (3) meetings and 
two (2) major events focusing on critical national policy 
priorities:

1)	 Seminar titled “Export-Import Policies in 
Bangladesh: Requirements and Challenges 
upon LDC Graduation” held on May 24, 2025, 
at the DCCI Auditorium. This seminar brought 
together policymakers, economists, and private 
sector representatives to deliberate on the policy 
adjustments required for Bangladesh’s smooth 
transition from Least Developed Country (LDC) 
status by 2026. Dr. Selim Raihan, Professor of 
Economics, University of Dhaka, and Executive 
Director, SANEM, present the keynote paper. Mr. 
Lutfey Siddiqi, Special Envoy on International 
Affairs to the Chief Adviser, attended as Chief 
Guest, along with senior officials from EPB, 
NBR, and ERD as special guests. Distinguished 
discussants from major trade bodies and industries 
shared insights on export diversification, trade 
facilitation, and regulatory reforms essential for 
ensuring competitiveness in the post-LDC era.

2)	 Focus Group Discussion (FGD) titled “Diversifying 
the Export Basket: Innovation, Export Potential 
and Market Expansion of the Toy Manufacturing 
Industry” organized on September 23, 2025, at 
the DCCI Auditorium.The FGD highlighted the 
emerging export potential of Bangladesh’s toy 
manufacturing industry, emphasizing innovation, 
investment opportunities, and policy reforms 
to expand global market access. The keynote 
presentation was given by Mr. Shamim Ahmed, 
President, BPGMEA and Managing Director, 
Jalalabad Polymer Industries. Mr. Martin Dawson, 
Deputy Development Director, British High 
Commission, and Mr. Muhammad Mubinul 
Kabir, Member (Customs: Policy & ICT), NBR 
were present at the event as the Special Guests. 
The open discussion engaged policymakers, 
environmental and industrial experts, and 
leading toy manufacturers, generating actionable 
recommendations for building a globally 
competitive toy sector.

In the year 2025, the Committee convened three (03) 
official meetings at DCCI and through the digital platform. 
During these meetings, the Committee embarked on 
initiatives aimed at enhancing the IT industry and various 
sectors seeking to strengthen their business landscapes. 
These initiatives encompassed the development and 
integration of diverse services undertaken to improve the 
working capacity of business stakeholders. 

This Standing Committee also provides valuable counsel 
to the DCCI IT Department, aiding in its strategic 
planning and monitoring activities, which include 
organizing online webinars and seminars, overseeing 
IT operations and governance and standardizing IT 
products. It ensures that the IT strategy remains aligned 
with broader organizational objectives while evaluating 
proposed IT departmental initiatives and assigning 
priorities accordingly.

In furtherance of its mission, the Committee organised a 
Focus Group Discussion titled “Digital Banking for All: 
Bridging Gap in Financial Inclusion” on 25th September 
2025 at the DCCI Auditorium. This event helped 
participants understand the processes and functionalities 
of digital banking and explore ways to bridge the gap in 
financial inclusion.

In the year 2025, Mr. Saif Uddowlah, Director of DCCI, 
assumed the role of Coordinating Director of the 
Committee with Mr. Mir Shahrukh Islam serving as the 
Convener, Mr. Md.

& Regional Integration

The DCCI Standing Committee on Trade Facilitation 
& Regional Integration–2025 continued to advance its 
strategic agenda aimed at enhancing market access and 
strengthening regional connectivity.

As part of its initiatives, the Committee focused on 
organizing B2B matchmaking meetings, guiding DCCI 
in organizing outbound business delegation and hosting 
inbound trade mission. The Committee played an 
effective role in guiding DCCI to organize DCCI business 
delegation to UAE and DCCI business delegation 
to Sri Lanka in 2025. In addition, the Committee 
provided recommendations for reactivating MoU with 
an international partner chambers and facilitated the 
arrangement of a total of 961 B2B meetings during the 
year.

The Committee convened two meetings- on 12th April 
2025 and 19th July 2025, to review progress and align on 
strategic objectives. The Committee was also engaged 
in policy advocacy aimed at diversifying Bangladesh’s 
export and import markets, with a particular focus on 
African region, which present promising opportunities 
for expanding our export portfolio.

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DCCI Business Institute (DBI) is one of the pioneer 
institutes of Bangladesh, established by the Dhaka 
Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI), to train 
and upgrade the attitude, knowledge and skills of 
entrepreneurs, managers, executives, organizations and 
job seekers to develop their capacity and make them 
forward-looking to deal more successfully with the 
business world so as face the challenges of globalization 
and exploit emerging opportunities in a competitive 
global market. Since its inception in 1999, DBI has 
been conducting various short, medium and long-term 
training programmes to enhance the capacity of business 
enterprises.

During this year (2025), DCCI Business Institute (DBI) 
has been conducting various training programmes as per 
its Training Calendar 2025. The main activities of DBI are 
narrated below:    

DBI has successfully executed 4 (four) batches of its 
six-month Postgraduate Diploma (PGD) in ‘Customs, 
VAT & Income Tax Management’, and 4 batches of 
PGD in ‘International Trade (Export & Import) 
Management’, jointly with American International 
University-Bangladesh (AIUB). DBI has also successfully 
implemented 2 batches of PGD in ‘Supply Chain 
Management’, jointly with Daffodil International 
University (DIU). In this year, a total of 266 participants 
has participated in these PGD programmes. 

DBI has successfully conducted four batches of the three-
month-long online certificate courses titled ‘Leadership 
and Management’; three batches of ‘Financial 
Technology (FIN-TECH)’; and two batches of ‘Business 
Data Analysis and Financial Forecasting’. In addition 
of these, a new batch of the online certificate course on 
‘FinTech, Financial Data Analysis & Forecasting’ has 
been launched in October 2025, jointly with Daffodil 
International University (DIU).

DBI has also organized four batches of the three-month-
long online certificate course on ‘Financial Accounting 
(FA)’, and has launched a new certificate course on 
‘Accounting for Managerial Decision’, in collaboration 
with the Institute of Cost and Management Accountants 

of Bangladesh (ICMAB). DBI has also successfully 
executed three batches of three-month-long online 
certificate courses on ‘Professional Marketing’, and 
has launched a new certificate course on ‘Business, 
Marketing Management, & Technology’ jointly with 
American International University-Bangladesh (AIUB) 
in this year. A total of 191 participants have participated 
in these certificate courses.

DBI has also conducted 24 daylong training courses 
and workshops during the year, engaging around 313 
participants. DBI has expanded its new horizon by 
providing consultancy services to corporate organizations 
for arranging customized training programs. As a part 
of this initiative, DBI has been providing consultancy 
and support to BRAC and Bangladesh Coast Guard in 
organizing different in-house training courses for their 
officials. 

These courses are aimed at providing participants with 
essential knowledge and skills in the fields of finance, 
marketing, accounting and data analysis, international 
trade, taxation and supply chain management, etc. to 
enhance their professional development. In-total 770 
participants have trained by DBI in this year. 

In this year, DBI has signed a Memorandum of 
Cooperation (MoC) with East West University (EWU) 
to further expand and strengthen its training and 
capacity-building activities. Through this partnership, 
both institutions aim to collaborate in designing and 
implementing joint training programs, and other 
academic–industry linkage activities. 

The participants of DBI’s courses expressed their high 
level of satisfaction with the outcomes, which enhanced 
their forward-looking attitude as well as their practical 
and theoretical knowledge and skills. They mentioned 
that the courses broadened their perspectives and 
boosted their confidence to perform their professional 
responsibilities more effectively. The participants also 
requested that such courses could be continued in the 
future. DBI continues to expand its training horizons with 
demand-driven training courses and remains committed 
to becoming a center of excellence in business education 
and professional development.

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Aligned with the strategic objectives of Dhaka Chamber 
of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) for the year 2025, 
the Trade Facilitation and International Affairs (TF & 
IA) Department played an important role in advancing 
commercial diplomacy, strengthening international trade 
connectivity, enhancing market intelligence support and 
expanding cross-border business opportunities. 
In pursuant to these objectives, a series of high-impact 
initiatives was implemented, including organizing 
global B2B networking, arranging outbound business 
delegations, hosting inbound trade missions, revitalizing 
partnerships with international chambers, fostering 
collaboration with diplomatic missions, conducting trade 
research and market analyses and providing strategic 
policy advocacy on export diversification and market 
access issues. 
These initiatives collectively contributed to fostering 
export market access, facilitating imports and promoting   
investment collaboration for DCCI members, while 
advancing Bangladesh’s broader economic interests on 
the global stage.
The major initiatives undertaken by the Trade Facilitation 
Department in 2025 are summarized below:     

u	 Economic Diplomacy and Trade Promotion:  
Organized 35 bilateral meetings with High 
Commissioners, Ambassadors, Foreign dignitaries 
from 22 countries, including engagements with 
Ministers from Sri Lanka, Pakistan, Gambia and 
Canada. 

u	 Outbound Business Delegations: Organized two 
stand-alone outbound business delegations and 
facilitated participation in five international fairs 
and expos.

u	 Inbound Business Delegations: Hosted a total 
of six inbound business delegations representing 
three countries.  

u	 Creating Market Access and International Trade 
Connectivity Opportunities for DCCI Members: 
Arranged approximately 1206 B2B matchmaking 
meetings, connecting 317 DCCI member 
companies with over 461 foreign enterprises.

u	 Trade Research and Market Intelligence 
Support: Compiled and published 71 country-
specific bilateral trade and investment statistics, 
made accessible through the DCCI website.

u	 Partnership Reactivation: Conducted 26 
meetings — both virtual and in-person — with 23 
foreign chambers and trade promotion agencies 
across 14 countries. 

u	 MoU Signing and Reactivation: Signed 4 
Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs) with 4 
international chambers of commerce from two 
countries to promote and facilitate trade. 

u	 Enhancing Information Flow on Global Trade 
Engagements and Connecting DCCI Members: 
Circulated 25 informational emails covering 14 
countries, highlighting opportunities related to 
international expos, fairs, delegations, webinars, 
and B2B matchmaking events.         

Economic Diplomacy and Trade Promotion 

During the year, DCCI conducted a total of 35 bilateral 
meetings with key Embassies, High Commissions, 
and International Partner Organizations to enhance 
international engagement and promote commercial 
diplomacy. The summary of meetings and engagements 
undertaken throughout the year is outlined below:

Meeting with H.E. Dr. Mamadou Tangara, Hon’ble 
Foreign Minister, Government of the Republic of Gambia 

The meeting between H.E. Dr. Mamadou Tangara, 
Hon’ble Foreign Minister of the Republic of Gambia, 
and DCCI was held on 13th March 2025, at the Pan 
Pacific Sonargaon, Dhaka. The discussion focused on 
enhancing Bangladesh–Gambia bilateral trade through 
increased B2B connectivity and investment in sectors 
such as food processing, RMG, and agriculture, while 
promoting Gambian investment in Bangladesh. Proposed 
collaborative initiatives include trade delegations, 
webinars, orientation programs, and cooperation 
agreements between the chambers of commerce of 
both countries to facilitate market access and business 
opportunities. 

Meeting with H.E. Mr. Arun Hemachandra, MP, Deputy 
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Foreign Employment, 
Government of Sri Lanka 

The meeting between H.E. Mr. Arun Hemachandra, 
MP, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs and Foreign 
Employment, Government of Sri Lanka, and DCCI was 
held on 17th June 2025, at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, 

Trade Facilitation and International Affairs Department 
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Sri Lanka. The discussion highlighted the strong potential 
for Bangladesh-Sri Lanka collaboration across trade, 
tourism, digital technology, blue economy, and agro-
processing, identifying opportunities for joint ventures, 
FTA-driven market access, and sectoral partnerships. 
The meeting also emphasized the importance of private-
sector engagement, technology transfer, and strategic 
government cooperation to enhance investment, 
innovation, and sustainable regional growth.

Meeting with H. E. Dr. Harshana Suriyapperuma, 
Deputy Minister of Finance and Planning, Government 
of Sri Lanka 

The meeting between H.E. Dr. Harshana Suriyapperuma, 
Deputy Minister of Finance and Planning, Government 
of Sri Lanka, and DCCI was held on 18th June 2025, at 
the Ministry of Finance and Planning, Sri Lanka. The 
discussion focused on opportunities for Bangladesh–Sri 
Lanka collaboration in IT, BPO, digital transformation, 
capital market development, and SME growth, as well as 
potential joint ventures in pharmaceuticals and energy. 
Both sides reaffirmed their commitment to strengthening 
cooperation, innovation, and bilateral business 
frameworks to promote sustainable economic growth.

Meeting with H.E. Mr. Jam Kamal Khan, Hon’ble Federal 
Minister for Commerce, Government of Pakistan 

The meeting between H.E. Mr. Jam Kamal Khan, Hon’ble 
Federal Minister for Commerce, Government of Pakistan, 
and DCCI was held on 21st August 2025 at DCCI Motijheel 
Office. H.E. Mr. Imran Haider, High Commissioner, High 
Commission of Pakistan in Bangladesh also joined the 
meeting. The discussion highlighted the strong cultural 
ties between Bangladesh and Pakistan and identified 
opportunities to expand trade in pharmaceuticals, 
IT, engineering, agriculture, and other high-potential 
sectors through joint ventures, technology adoption, 
and enhanced connectivity. Emphasis was placed on 
strengthening economic cooperation, reducing trade 
barriers, and leveraging regional and global markets to 
boost competitiveness, attract investment, reactivation of 
Bangladesh-Pakistan Joint Economic Commission (JEC) 
and support SME and industrial partnerships.

Meeting with Ms. Sara Wilshaw, Senior Assistant 
Deputy Minister, International Trade and Chief Trade 
Commissioner of Canada

The meeting between Ms. Sara Wilshaw, Senior Assistant 
Deputy Minister for International Trade and Chief 
Trade Commissioner of Canada, and the DCCI was 
held on 23rd November 2025 at the DCCI Gulshan 

Office. H.E. Mr. Ajit Singh, High Commissioner of 
Canada to Bangladesh, also attended the meeting. The 
discussion focused on diversifying the Bangladesh–
Canada trade basket, encouraging Canadian investment 
in Bangladesh—including attracting Canadian pension 
funds, facilitating technology transfer in the agriculture 
sector, expanding collaboration in the services sector, and 
organizing sector-specific business delegations and B2B 
matchmaking sessions. 

Meeting with H.E. Mr. PARK Young Sik, Ambassador, 
Embassy of the Republic of Korea in Bangladesh

The meeting between H.E. Mr. PARK Young Sik, 
Ambassador, Embassy of the Republic of Korea in 
Bangladesh. and DCCI was held on 13th January 
2025, at DCCI Gulshan Office. The discussion 
highlighted opportunities to strengthen Bangladesh-
South Korea trade and investment relations through 
sectoral collaboration, technology transfer, workforce 
development, and business delegation exchanges. Key 
priorities included addressing investment barriers, 
facilitating skilled workforce mobility, initiating G2G level 
negotiation for Economic Partnership Agreement (EPA), 
attracting increased Korean investment, and promoting 
South Korean industrial relocation to Bangladesh.

The meeting between H.E. Mr. Dharmapala Weerakkody, 
High Commissioner, High Commission of Democratic 
Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka in Bangladesh, and 
DCCI was held on 16th March 2025, at DCCI Gulshan 
Office. The discussion focused on enhancing Sri Lankan 
FDI in Bangladesh in the fields of banking, textiles, 
construction, real estate, renewable energy, agriculture, 
IT, and tourism. The meeting highlighted potential joint 
ventures in synthetic fabrics, healthcare, tourism, IT, 
education, and large-scale hotels, while emphasizing 
the value of leveraging Sri Lanka’s technical expertise in 
areas such as deep-sea fishing, tourism, and shipping. 
Additionally, both sides stressed the importance of 
advancing government-level negotiations for the early 
signing of a Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA).

The discussion highlighted 
the growing trade engagement between Bangladesh and 
Pakistan, particularly Bangladesh’s imports of cotton, 
reflecting Pakistan’s key role in supporting Bangladesh’s 
textile industry. The meeting also emphasized untapped 
export potential and collaboration opportunities in 
sectors such as apparel, agriculture, IT, chemicals, and 
public health to further diversify and strengthen bilateral 
trade. The meeting also discussed about improved 
connectivity, streamlined trade procedures, and the 
establishment of direct shipping links.

Meeting with H.E. Mr. Mansour Chavoshi, Ambassador, 
Embassy of the Islamic Republic of Iran in Bangladesh 

The meeting between H.E. Mr. Mansour Chavoshi, 
Ambassador, Embassy of the Islamic Republic of Iran in 
Bangladesh, and DCCI was held on 15th January 2025, 
at DCCI Gulshan Office. The discussion highlighted 
trade as the cornerstone of Bangladesh–Iran relations, 
recognizing Bangladesh’s strengths in jute, RMG, textiles, 
and agro-based products, along with opportunities for 
collaboration in spices, petrochemicals, and other key 
sectors. The meeting also discussed about banking and 
payment challenges, limited sectoral knowledge from 
both sides, and product authenticity issues. The meeting 
emphasized the need for targeted B2B engagements, 
exhibitions, and collaboration on value-added products 
to strengthen trade and unlock mutually beneficial 
opportunities.

Bangladesh

Mr. Michael Lee, 
Chargé d’Affaires, High Commission of Singapore in 
Bangladesh, also joined the meeting. The discussion 
highlighted Bangladesh’s healthcare sector as a promising 
investment opportunity for Singapore, given the large 
population requiring medical services. The meeting 
also emphasized the importance of social compliance, 
decent work standards, ESG adherence, and alignment 
with Bangladesh’s renewable energy and sustainable 
development policies to support exporters and foster 
sustainable, long-term collaboration.

Meeting with H.E. Mr. Marcelo Carlos Cesa, 
Ambassador, Embassy of Argentina in Bangladesh 

The meeting between H.E. Mr. Marcelo Carlos Cesa, 
Ambassador, Embassy of Argentina in Bangladesh, 
and DCCI was held on 3rd September 2025, at DCCI 
Gulshan Office. The discussion focused on Argentina’s 
global pharmaceutical imports, valued at nearly USD 2.5 
billion, and explored the potential for a pilot program to 
facilitate B2B meetings between Argentinian importers 
and Bangladeshi exporters. The meeting highlighted 
opportunities for Argentina to assist Bangladeshi 
companies in accessing the Latin American market, 
and for Bangladesh to support Argentine businesses in 
reaching South Asia.

The meeting also discussed to promote 
high-tech based industries, enhance competitiveness, 
build greater capacity in exports, adoption of investor-
friendly policies and lowering tariffs to reduce export 
concentration of Bangladesh and attract Chinese 
investment.

The event showcased opportunities for deeper collaboration including long-term LNG transport 
agreements, direct shipping route between Chattogram-Dubai, and utilizing the UAE as a re-
export hub and gateway to Africa for Bangladeshi goods. Additionally, some pressing issues such as 
challenges faced by Bangladeshi workers regarding the authentication of documents and challenges 
in securing UAE visa were also been raised. Approximately 120 industry representatives from Dubai 
participated in the B2B matchmaking forum with Bangladeshi companies.

Private Meeting between Mr. Taskeen Ahmed, President, DCCI and Mr. Abdallah Sultan Al 
Owais, Chairman, Sharjah Chamber of Commerce and Industry.
Major Discussions:
The meeting emphasized investment opportunities for Sharjah in Bangladesh across sectors such as 
infrastructure, IT, banking, and logistics. The UAE can benefit from Bangladesh’s low export costs 
and strategic location to access South and Southeast Asian markets. Sharjah entrepreneurs were 
urged to explore collaborations in infrastructure and logistics, while investors were encouraged to 
tap into the IT sector, leveraging the country’s large, dynamic youth population.

Welcome and Networking Dinner

H.E. Mr. Andalib Elias, High Commissioner of Bangladesh to Sri Lanka hosted the networking 
dinner and around 20 leading Sri Lankan entrepreneurs and senior government officials joined 
the dinner and had interaction with DCCI delegation members.  

Business Interactive Session and B2B Forum: Ceylon Chamber of Commerce.
Forum Highlights: 
Amid shifting global supply chains and rising geopolitical uncertainties, the forum highlighted the 
importance of enhancing regional economic connectivity and encouraged Sri Lankan investors 
to consider Bangladesh’s dynamic investment landscape. As members of the WTO and regional 
frameworks such as SAFTA, APTA, and BIMSTEC, the two countries have significant potential 
to expand mutually beneficial partnerships. Key areas of collaboration opportunities span 
manufacturing and service, including logistics, hospitality, healthcare, ICT, renewable energy, 
agro-processing, MMF-based RMG, and FMCG, as well as sectors like the blue economy, deep-sea 
fishing, and port management.

•	 A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between DCCI and Ceylon Chamber 
of Commerce focusing on boosting bilateral economic cooperation.

B2B Networking Sessions 
About 200 B2B Matchmaking Meetings were held with the participation of around 110 industry 
representatives from Ceylon Chamber of Commerce.

Meeting with Hon. Mr. Arun Hemachandra, MP, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs and 
Foreign Employment, Sri Lanka.
Major Discussions:
The discussion focused on crucial areas such as trade facilitation, people-to-people connectivity, 
expediting signing of proposed PTA, exploring G2G level engagement for feasibility of signing FTA, 
etc. Also invited Sri Lankan authorities to join in developing collaborative policy frameworks, 
sectoral partnerships, and strategic agreements to shape a resilient and mutually beneficial regional 
growth story.
B2B Matchmaking Forum: National Chamber of Exporters of Sri Lanka (NCE).
Forum Highlights: 
The DCCI business delegation focused on two key objectives: identifying investment opportunities 
and promoting Bangladeshi products, with DCCI providing full support to facilitate connections 
between Sri Lankan businesses and the Bangladeshi market. Tourism was highlighted as a sector 
with strong growth potential, while both sides recognized their complementary strengths and 
opportunities for mutual learning. Sri Lanka’s expertise in premium tea production, reflecting the 
shared tea heritage, was also highlighted as a valuable example for Bangladesh to learn from. 
B2B Networking Session

B2B Conclave: Bangladesh and Sri Lanka: National Chamber of Commerce of Sri Lanka.
Forum Highlights: 
Emphasizing shared cultural ties, both sides urged increasing bilateral trade, currently around 
USD 150 million. Amid shifting global trade patterns and geopolitical changes, Bangladesh 
and Sri Lanka can jointly position themselves to attract greater investment and trade. Priority 
collaboration areas include garments, pharmaceuticals, and light engineering. Sri Lanka aims to 
boost exports of high-value products—such as ceramics, garments, coconut-based items, food 
products, and construction materials—while encouraging Bangladesh to expand its presence in 
the Sri Lankan market by exporting pharmaceutical products.
B2B Networking Session 
Around 150 B2B Matchmaking Meetings were held with the participation of more than 67 
industry representatives from National Chamber of Commerce of Sri Lanka. 

Business Interactive Meeting: Federation of Chambers of Commerce and Industry of Sri 
Lanka (FCCISL).
Major Discussions:
The meeting identified tourism, digital economy, and blue economy as key areas for bilateral 
cooperation. Sri Lanka was encouraged to attract more Bangladeshi tourists by adjusting airfare 
and promoting travel packages. Both countries recognized the potential of the blue economy to boost 
GDP through joint ventures. Opportunities were also highlighted in developing backward linkages 
in Bangladesh’s automotive industry. Additionally, healthcare services and hospital infrastructure 
were identified as high-demand sectors. 

Meeting with Hon. Dr. Harshana Suriyapperuma, Deputy Minister of Finance and Planning, 
Sri Lanka.
Major Discussions:
The discussion highlighted financing models as a key driver of enterprise growth. Alternative capital-
raising mechanisms, including venture capital, market-based financing, and foreign funding, were 
recommended, particularly for small businesses aiming to scale beyond traditional bank loans. 
Additionally, Sri Lanka’s national digital roadmap was discussed, covering the nationwide rollout 
of digital IDs, the transition of government services to digital platforms, and initiatives to enhance 
export readiness.

Meeting with Mr. Hiran de Alwis, Chairman, Sri Lanka National Arbitration Centre (SLNAC).
Major Discussions:
The discussion focused on current arbitration practices and future collaboration opportunities 
between the two countries. Both sides emphasized strengthening cooperation between the 
Bangladesh International Arbitration Centre (BIAC) and SLNAC.

DCCI Business Delegation to Taiwan Smart Agri Week 
Expo 2025

DCCI facilitated an 8-member business delegation to 
participate in the Taiwan Smart Agri Week Expo 2025 
held from 3rd to 5th September 2025 at TaiNEX 1, 
Taipei, Taiwan. The delegation was led by Mr. Razeev H 
Chowdhury, Senior Vice President, DCCI. The event was 
organized by MY Exhibition Co., Ltd. in collaboration 
with the Ministry of Agriculture of Taiwan.  It showcased 
smart solutions for agriculture, aquaculture, livestock and 
feed, cold chain, agri-food, and sustainable farming. The 
expo provided a platform for DCCI members to engage 

with agricultural industry experts, business leaders, and 
decision-makers from Taiwan, Asia, and around the 
world. 

DCCI Delegation to HKTDC Belt and Road Global

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DCCI Business Delegation to Participate in Australia

DCCI facilitated a 9-member business delegation to 
participate in the Australia Bangladesh Business Expo 
2025, held from 1st to 2nd October 2025 at Sydney Masonic 
Centre (SMC), 66 Goulburn Street, Sydney, NSW 2000, 
Australia.  

Energy Taiwan & Net-Zero Taiwan 2025 and Sourcing 
Taiwan 2025

DCCI supported 2-member companies to participate in 
“Energy Taiwan & Net-Zero Taiwan 2025”, held from 29th  
to 31st October 2025 in Taipei, Taiwan, under a subsidy 
program provided by the organizer. Additionally, another 
member company took part in “Sourcing Taiwan 2025,” 
held on 4th November 2025 at the Kaohsiung Marriott 
Hotel, Taiwan, also under the same subsidy program. For 
this event, the organizer provided complimentary airfare 
and hotel accommodation.

Inbound Business Delegations 

In line with the objective of enhancing international 
market access and trade connectivity for SME-based 
member companies, DCCI hosted six inbound business 
delegations, organizing over 205 B2B matchmaking 
meetings involving 57 foreign companies from Pakistan, 
Singapore, and Indonesia. These business networking 
sessions helped DCCI member companies expand 
existing business partnerships, explore new markets, and 
establish potential joint ventures in both manufacturing 
and service sectors. The inbound delegation included the 
following:

1.	 DCCI hosted a group of 24-member business 
delegation from the Federation of Pakistan 
Chambers of Commerce & Industry (FPCCI) in a 
business networking meeting on 14th January 2025 
at DCCI Motijheel office. Approximately 65 member 
companies of DCCI joined the meeting. Around 100 
B2B matchmaking meetings were executed during 
the session. 

2.	 A sector-specific 13-member business delegation 
focusing on dates and citrus fruits visited the Dhaka 
Chamber on 21st January 2025. The delegation met 
with 15 DCCI member companies in a business 
networking session, during which approximately 35 
B2B matchmaking meetings were executed. 

3.	 DCCI hosted a 14-member of delegation from 
Singapore in a business networking meeting on 10th  
April 2025 at DCCI Gulshan Office. A total of 10 
esteemed member companies of DCCI participated 

in the meeting. About 10 B2B matchmaking 
meetings were organized between the visiting 
delegates and DCCI member companies.

4.	 A small-scale 3-member business delegation from 
Indonesia visited DCCI on 30th June 2025 at the 
DCCI Motijheel office. The delegation was hosted 
in a business networking meeting attended by 3 
distinguished DCCI member companies. During 
the session, 4 B2B matchmaking meetings were 
organized. 

5.	 On 29th July 2025, a 7-member business delegation 
from the Islamabad Chamber of Commerce & 
Industry (ICCI) was hosted by DCCI in a B2B 
matchmaking session at DCCI Motijheel Office. 
About 40 DCCI member companies participated 
in the meeting, during which approximately 70 B2B 
matchmaking meetings were organized.

6.	 DCCI hosted a 14-member business delegation from 
Rawalpindi Chamber of Commerce and Industry 
(RCCI), Pakistan, in a business discussion meeting 
on 23rd September 2025 at DCCI Motijheel Office. 
On behalf of DCCI, a total of 11 participants joined 
the meeting. Moreover, Mr. Ihsaan Afzal Khan, 
Coordinator to the Prime Minister of Pakistan on 
Commerce and Industry joined the meeting.  

Creating Market Access and International 
Trade Connectivity Opportunities for DCCI 
Members 

During the year 2025, over 1,206 B2B matchmaking 
meetings were organized via in-person sessions, virtual 
platforms, and email introductions. These initiatives 
enabled 317 DCCI member companies to connect 
directly with more than 461 foreign businesses, fostering 
new partnerships, expanding trade relations, and linking 
investment collaboration. Furthermore, a webinar on 
“Empowering SMEs to Expand Globally”, was organized 
on 4th November 2025 in collaboration with SHINE 
GOGLOBAL Singapore. 

Trade Research, Market Intelligence Support, 
and Inputs for Foreign Office Consultations

In 2025, the Trade Facilitation Department prepared 
71 country-specific bilateral trade and investment 
overviews, offering DCCI members detailed economic 
snapshots, three-year export-import statistics, inbound 
FDI data, and the top 10 export-import items for each 
country. These overviews are available on the DCCI 
website, providing members with the insights needed to 
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understand and assess demand and supply dynamics and 
explore potential market opportunities.  

The Trade Facilitation Department also provided inputs 
to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Bangladesh for 
Foreign Office Consultation Meetings with the following 
countries:

Inputs for Foreign Office Consultation Meeting 
between Bangladesh and Algeria

To support the Foreign Office consultation meeting 
between Bangladesh and Algeria, DCCI shared the policy 
inputs with the Africa Wing of the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs, Bangladesh. The inputs included an analysis of 
the current trade basket, identification of potential sectors 
for expanding bilateral trade and investment, prospects 
for a Free Trade Agreement (FTA), and opportunities 
to enhance trade in the service sectors, including ICT 
and outsourcing, aimed at strengthening economic and 
commercial ties between the two countries. 

Inputs for Foreign Office Consultation Meeting 
between Bangladesh and Egypt

To support the Foreign Office consultation between 
Bangladesh and Egypt, DCCI provided policy inputs to 
the Africa Wing of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The 
inputs included outlining potential sectors for expanding 
bilateral trade and investment, rationalizing tariffs 
for reciprocal market access; exploring a Free Trade 
Agreement (FTA); and signing an MoU between DCCI 
and the Federation of Egyptian Chambers of Commerce.

Inputs for Foreign Office Consultation Meeting 
between Bangladesh and Sri Lanka

To support the fourth Foreign Office Consultations 
between Bangladesh and Sri Lanka, DCCI shared the 
inputs with the South Asia Wing of the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs, Bangladesh. The inputs included identifying 
market opportunities for pharmaceutical products, 
exploring new growth drivers for economic cooperation 
such as IT and digital services, renewable energy, agri-
tech, and the maritime economy, establishing a Joint 
Trade and Investment Facilitation Taskforce, creating a 
Bangladesh–Sri Lanka Tech Corridor etc. 

Partnership Reactivation

To enhance market access for DCCI member companies, 
the Trade Facilitation Department prioritized 
strengthening partnerships with foreign chambers 
and international trade promotion agencies. As part 

of this effort, DCCI initiated communications with 61 
foreign chambers, trade promotion agencies, and related 
organizations, and successfully held 26 meetings with 23 
chambers and agencies across 14 countries throughout 
the year 2025. These engagements were conducted both 
virtually and in person. The participating countries 
included the UAE, Sri Lanka, Pakistan, Canada, Hong 
Kong, Taiwan, Australia, Singapore, South Korea, China, 
Argentina, Morocco, Nigeria and India. The meetings 
aimed to foster chamber-to-chamber collaboration, 
explore new business opportunities, and promote bilateral 
trade and investment relations.

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DCCI Recommendations on “U.S. Reciprocal 
Tariff and Non-Tariff Measures & Bangladesh’s 
Position in the WTO’s LDC Group”

The introduction of a reciprocal tariff by the United States 
in early 2025 has added a new layer of concern for our 
economy, particularly for our export-driven sectors. 
Under the new tariff regime, the U.S. has imposed 
tariffs of up to 37% on certain categories of Bangladeshi 
RMG exports, significantly undermining our trade 
competitiveness in what remains our largest single-
country export destination. 

Recommendations
A.	 Proactive Trade Engagement and Bilateral 

Diplomacy
1.	 Establish a U.S.–Bangladesh Trade Task Force: 

Form a high-level public-private group to engage 
with U.S. officials and craft a strategic roadmap 
focused on reducing trade imbalances, improving 
compliance, and negotiating potential tariff 
waivers or sectoral exemptions.

	 Impact: Enhanced communication and 
negotiation leverage with the U.S., potentially 
leading to more favorable trade terms and a 
smoother post-LDC transition.

2.	 Engage through the TICFA and WTO LDC Forum: 
Initiate formal discussions under the Trade and 
Investment Cooperation Framework Agreement 
(TICFA) with the U.S. Trade Representative. 
Lead the LDC Group in pressing for concrete 
transition mechanisms post-graduation under 
WTO rules, including binding commitments on 
non-reciprocal preferences.

	 Impact: Formal channels for addressing trade 
concerns with the U.S. and a stronger collective 
voice within the WTO to advocate for LDC 
interests.

3.	 Leverage Diaspora Diplomacy: Launch a 
Diaspora-Driven Export Promotion campaign 
involving Bangladeshi-American entrepreneurs 
to strengthen supply chains, branding, and 
market entry in the U.S.

	 Impact: Increased market access in the U.S. 
through established networks, improved product 
branding, and stronger supply chain linkages.

B.	 Domestic Trade Reforms and Export 
Competitiveness

1.	 Launch a “Made with US Inputs” Labeling 
Program: Encourage the use of U.S. cotton, yarn, 
chemicals, or machinery in manufacturing. 
Products incorporating a threshold percentage 
of U.S. inputs could qualify for “Made with 
US Inputs” labeling, enhancing appeal and 
potentially softening tariff treatment under U.S. 
“friend-shoring” logic. KPI: Percentage of eligible 
exports carrying the “Made with US Inputs” label.

	 Impact: Potential reduction in U.S. tariffs under 
“friend-shoring” policies and enhanced product 
appeal to U.S. consumers.

2.	 Upgrade Export Quality and Standards: Invest 
in technical textiles, green energy, and advanced 
leather goods. Promote ISO, WRAP, and OEKO-
TEX certification across sectors to meet U.S. 
buyer requirements and justify premium pricing.

	 Impact: Increased competitiveness through 
higher-value products, access to premium 
markets, and greater resilience to tariff increases.

3.	 Deploy Blockchain-Based Export Traceability: 
Use blockchain to verify labor compliance, 
environmental safety, and origin of goods in 
sectors vulnerable to NTBs, such as garments and 
leather. This strengthens trust and minimizes U.S. 
scrutiny.

	 Impact: Enhanced trust and transparency with 
U.S. buyers, potentially reducing non-tariff 
barriers and scrutiny.

4.	 Short-Term Export Relief Measures: Expand duty 
drawback schemes, concessional export credit, 
and marketing incentives for affected sectors

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DCCI recommendations on “Rationalization/ 
Elimination of existing duty on Raw Material, 
Chemicals and Machineries of Man-made 
Fiber (MMF) based RMG”

The textile industry in Bangladesh is facing challenges due 
to high import duties on raw materials and machinery for 
Man-made Fiber (MMF) based RMG but Cotton-based 
RMG however, has duty-free status. Bangladesh currently 
holds a modest 16.9% share of MMF apparel exports, 
significantly less than China (42.8%) and Vietnam 
(46.9%). Increasing global demand for MMF can create 
investment opportunities for textile producers to set up 
factories in the country. Bangladesh could potentially 
earn up to USD 19 billion from MMF garment exports 
within the next decade with concerted efforts to address 
existing challenges. So government should minimize 
the customs duties and taxes on imported raw materials 
and machinery for man-made fiber production in 
Bangladesh. DCCI has observed some discrimination 
between MMF-based RMG and Cotton-based RMG 
industry of Bangladesh and against this backdrop made a 
set of recommendations to overcome the challenges.

DCCI Recommendations on Bangladesh-
Japan Economic Partnership Agreement (EPA) 
for Patent, General Clause, Enforcement and 
Cooperation 

Bangladesh’s LDC graduation is scheduled for 2026, 
which poses unique challenges in implementing 
IPRs under a potential Bangladesh-Japan EPA. As an 
LDC, Bangladesh currently enjoys special flexibilities 
under the World Trade Organization (WTO), TRIPS- 
(Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights) 
agreement, particularly in areas like pharmaceutical 
patents and copyright enforcement. Graduation will 
necessitate aligning with stricter global IPR standards, 
which may create an opportunity in the context of an EPA 
with Japan. So, Bangladesh should negotiate with the EPA 
through a development-centric and public-interest-driven 
approach. The agreement must preserve Bangladesh’s policy 
space, protect public health, enable technology transfer and 
innovation while ensuring enforceable but balanced IPR 
provisions. A robust cooperation mechanism will be key to 
achieving long-term mutual benefits. 
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1. 	 Recommendations on Patent
◆	 TRIPS-Plus Standards: EPA should ensure that 

patent provisions do not exceed the obligations of 
the WTO TRIPS Agreement unless Bangladesh is 
prepared for stricter IP rules. Bangladesh, being 
an LDC, enjoys TRIPS transition periods—these 
should be preserved. Requires negotiation for 
extended transition periods for implementing 
IPR protections under both TRIPS and the EPA.

◆	 Strong cooperation and technical support 
provisions can help build a sustainable, 
innovation-friendly IP ecosystem without 
compromising development priorities.

◆	 Strategic use of general clauses and cooperation 
mechanisms will help balance commercial IP 
protection with public policy needs.

DCCI recommendations on SAARC Regional 
Investment Treaty

The SAARC Regional Investment Treaty refers to 
agreements and initiatives within the South Asian 
Association for Regional Cooperation (SAARC) aimed 
at promoting and protecting investments among its 
member countries. While SAARC has taken several steps 
toward economic integration, including SAFTA (South 
Asian Free Trade Area) to facilitate trade liberalization, 
indirectly impacting investment flows and reducing 
tariffs among SAARC members, but has not been fully 
implemented. DCCI hopes the new Regional Investment 
Treaty will help overcome challenges, boost intra-regional 
investments, and ensure investor security, fair treatment, 
and investment protection. Based on the SAARC Regional 
Investment Treaty analysis, Dhaka Chamber recommends 
steps to improve the treaty for better coordination and 
stronger regional investment cooperation.

Summary of Recommendations:
u 	 Need to reconsider the recent VAT/Tax increases 

that affect industries like the automobile sector 
and hospitality services, as these measures are 
seen as highly detrimental to operational costs and 
profitability.

u 	 The government should consider offering favorable 
tax structures and incentives to local investors 
first, as this would provide a solid foundation for 
attracting foreign investments in the future.

u 	 DCCI stresses the importance of consulting 
with affected sectors and stakeholders regarding 
Bangladesh’s graduation from LDC status. If the 
private sector feels unprepared, a delay of 2-3 years 
in the graduation process should be considered to 
ensure readiness and reduce potential challenges.

management.

u 	 API parks should be fully functional to reduce 
import dependence, positioning Bangladesh as 
a hub for generic medicines. Multiple API parks 
should be developed under a PPP model with 
incentives.

u 	 Investment in infrastructure like Prototype 
Labs and Original Brand Manufacturer (OBM) 
branding should be made to foster innovation.

u 	 The banking sector must be strengthened by 
promoting risk-based lending, improving 
corporate governance, and adhering to global 
standards like Basel III for capital adequacy and 
accountability.

u 	 The roles of private sector entities in the action 
matrix of STS are less defined, requiring clearly 
define roles of businesses, trade bodies, and 
institutions as a supporting agency in the action 
plan to enhance engagement and compliance.

collection by improving compliance, reducing tax 
evasion, and bringing more businesses into the tax 
net.

u 	 Special tax incentives should be provided for R&D 
expenditures to encourage innovation in SMEs.

Seminar on “U.S. Reciprocal Tariffs and Way Forward 
for Bangladesh”

u 	 Bangladesh should consider removing 

supplementary and regulatory duties (para-tariffs) 
to show goodwill to the U.S. and lower effective 
import tariffs.

u 	 If Bangladesh reduces tariffs on key U.S. imports, 
it must apply similar treatment to other trading 
partners to maintain trade neutrality.

u 	 Bangladesh needs to focus on economic 
transformation by enhancing export 
diversification, increasing productivity, and 
improving institutional capacity rather than 
relying only on short-term trade remedies.

u 	 Accelerate reforms in labor rights and 
environmental standards to align with U.S. 
expectations and potentially requalify for the 
reinstatement of Generalized System of Preferences 
(GSP) benefits.

u 	 Formulate and enforce a dedicated Industrial 
Energy Efficiency Policy aligned with national 
benchmarks and objectives.

u 	 Establish a national green energy fund providing 
concessional loans and financial support for 
industries adopting energy-efficient and renewable 
technologies.

u 	 Develop GIS-based clustered industrial energy 
hubs with shared substations, distributed 
renewable systems, and smart grids in major 
industrial zones.

u 	 Prioritize allocation of limited gas supplies to high-
efficiency industries and phase out low-efficiency 
captive plants (<40% efficiency).

use of modern monitoring technologies such as 
IoT-based air and noise quality sensors should be 
introduced for real-time management.

u 	 A multimodal transport network should be 
developed to ensure fast, smooth, and affordable 
mobility across cities and regions, reducing 
congestion and travel delays in Dhaka.

allocation for energy and power infrastructure to 
meet rising demand.

u 	 Promote sector-specific upskilling through digital 
platforms, market-oriented training, and youth 
development programs.

streamline dispute settlement processes and avoid 
bureaucratic bottlenecks.

u 	 Adopt best practices from successful global 
models (Singapore, Dubai, Rwanda) to improve 
legal structures and attract FDI.

u 	 Engage the private sector and chambers of 
commerce in shaping reforms to reflect business 
needs and realities.

products from small manufacturers are exported 
under a unified system, should be considered.

u 	 Establishing internationally accredited quality 
testing laboratories in Bangladesh is essential to 
reduce costs and time for exporters.

retailers, suppliers, and SMEs, helping to reduce 
costs, and promote tax and export readiness.

u 	 Protection and prevention require nationwide 
scam-awareness campaigns, plain-language user 
interfaces, strong consent and alert systems, 
and advanced fraud analytics with MFA, device 
binding, and encryption by default.

u 	 Clear guidelines are needed to distinguish between 
digital and conventional banking approaches, 
particularly regarding the terms and conditions 
of the Credit Information Bureau (CIB) and the 
effectiveness of regulatory bodies.
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u 	 A well-coordinated effort among Bangladesh 
Bank, commercial banks, MFS providers, the ICT 
Division and the police to establish a truly cashless 
society.

craftsmanship and ensure products have 
compelling stories.

u 	 Protect products against copying and link them 
to national heritage, cultural events, or traditional 
craftsmanship.

u 	 Position products as high-end experiences rather 
than commodities to enhance perceived value 
worldwide.

u 	 Support CMSMEs in achieving international 
quality standards and certifications (e.g., ISO, 
HACCP, LWG) to boost global competitiveness.

Summary of Recommendations:
u 	 Establish a National Halal Board integrating 

Islamic Foundation, BSTI, DGDA, trade 
organizations, academia, and relevant ministries 
to unify policies, certification, and compliance.

u 	 Develop a National Halal Policy and Act to 
provide standards, intersectoral coordination, 
and alignment with OIC/SMIIC and World Halal 
Council (WHC).

u 	 Introduce uniform halal certification standards 
across food, cosmetics, pharmaceuticals, medicine, 
and tourism to enable international recognition 
and cross-recognition.

u 	 Implement national accreditation for halal 
auditors, laboratories, and producers to build trust 
and ensure compliance.

u 	 Centralize halal certification under a single-
window digital system for issuance, audits, logo 
authentication, and renewals with cryptographic 
security for authenticity.

Focus Group Discussion (FGD) on “Economic Position 
Index (EPI)”

DCCI has developed a pioneering tool, the Economic 
Position Index (EPI), to measure quarterly shifts in 
economic activity, specifically within the manufacturing 
and service sectors. The EPI aims to accurately reflect 
sectoral dynamics and support evidence-based decision-
making. To validate the framework, methodology, and 
preliminary findings of this newly developed index, Dhaka 
Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) organized 
a Focus Group Discussion (FGD) titled “Economic 
Position Index (EPI)” held on 25th October 2025 at the 
DCCI Auditorium. The objective of the FGD is to validate 
the framework, methodology, and preliminary findings 
of this newly developed index with relevant stakeholders 
for an in-depth discussion and peer review of the index.

Mr. Taskeen Ahmed, President, DCCI, delivered the 
welcome address to highlight the basic notion and 
significance of the EPI. The keynote paper was presented 
by Dr. AKM Asaduzzaman Patwary, Secretary General 
(Acting), DCCI. A distinguished panel of discussants 
contributed their insights following the keynote 
presentation. The panel included Mr. Abul Kasem

Summary of Recommendations:
u 	 To achieve international recognition and 

credibility, the EPI must be technically tested and 
published in internationally indexed journals (e.g., 
Scopus or Q2-indexed journals). 

u 	 EPI is to include parameters that depict the 
level of trade competitiveness in international 
trade, such as predictability, non-discrimination, 
transparency, digital and physical infrastructure.

u 	 Need to revise the interview questionnaire to 
include questions identifying the key factors 
behind a company’s improved performance and 
the major deterrents contributing to a low EPI 
score.

u 	 A simplistic binary approach is used for scoring 
in economic analysis. The EPI must be developed 
with a weighted framework of evaluation to capture 
the multifaceted nature of the interaction between 
economic variables to see a more comprehensive 
and more precise picture of the economy.

u 	 The EPI can serve as a baseline to assess economic 
impacts; for example, disruptions like a gas supply 
shutdown can later be analyzed to measure their 
effect on economic activity or GDP.

Summary of Recommendations:
u 	 Invest in a unified national framework for smart 

human capital development linked to 4IR skills 
demand.

u 	 Strengthen coordination among skills agencies 
under NSDA to eliminate overlap and ensure 
quality assurance.

u 	 Expand digital and smart training systems 
targeting both STEM and non-STEM sectors.

u 	 Scale up TVET and lifelong learning opportunities, 
emphasizing upskilling and reskilling for displaced 
workers.

u 	 A cultural shift is needed to change the perception 
of work, especially vocational and technical jobs, 
from being seen as low-status to being recognized 
as valuable, skilled, and essential for national 
development.

This 
initiative aimed to present the draft Industrial Energy 
Efficiency Policy, share national and global best practices, 
highlight gaps in regulatory enforcement and financing, 
and gather insights from multiple stakeholders to build 
a comprehensive national framework that advances 
sustainable, cost-efficient industrial growth. 

Mr. Taskeen Ahmed, President of DCCI, delivered the 
welcome remarks and moderated the event. The keynote 
presentation was delivered by Dr. Selim Raihan, Professor, 
Department of Economics, University of Dhaka and 
Executive Director, SANEM, who outlined the empirical 
foundations of the draft policy. The distinguished panel 
included Mr. S. M. Monirul Islam, Deputy CEO & 
CFO, IDCOL; Ms. Vidiya Amrit Khan, Vice President, 
BGMEA and Deputy Managing Director, Desh Garments 
Ltd.; Engr. Md. Serajul Mawla, President, Bangladesh 
LPG Autogas Station & Conversion Workshop Owners’ 
Association; Mr. Mostafa Al Mahmud, President, 
Bangladesh Sustainable and Renewable Energy 
Association (BSREA); Mr. Mohammed Amirul Haque, 
President, BCMA and Founder & Managing Director, 
Premier Cement Mills PLC; Mr. Manwar Hossain, 
Chairman, Anwar Group of Industries and Former 
Director, DCCI; Dr. M. Rezwan Khan, Chairman, Power 
Grid Bangladesh PLC and Professor Emeritus, United 
International University (UIU); and Dr. Md. Rafiqul 
Islam, Member (Admin & Finance), Bangladesh Energy 
and Power Research Council (BEPRC). The event was

Summary of Recommendations:
u	 The educational organizations need to implement 

special diploma and certification courses to 
train the energy auditors and energy managers, 
and the industries need to be urged to switch to 
the ISO 50001 Energy Management System and 
shift towards standardized and high efficiency 
technologies and components.

u	 Develop A special high-level agency on energy 
conservation be created to spearhead national 
compliance and this be backed by a prompt 
introduction of energy officers in factories, 
officialization of ESCOs in the monetary 
ecosystem, and formulation of facilitating financial 
instructions to commercial banks, to finance 
energy-efficiency projects.

u	 The national electric vehicle policies and lithium-
ion battery policies must be ready within a 
short time, and local assembly incentives and 
localization of technology to promote the initial 
development of the active power technologies 
should be introduced.

u	 One-stop green finance window is needed and 
GTF, GRS, IDCOL and other financing lines 
should be concentrated, VAT and duty exemption 
should be clarified by providing a list of Hs-codes 
to make required EE and RE components less 
expensive and eliminate conflicting tax structures.

u	 A National Energy-Efficiency Stakeholder Council 
ought to be established and government ministries, 
regulatory bodies, commercial banks, industry 
bodies, universities, and civil societies should be 
represented in order to coordinate the decision-
making and reduce institutional fragmentation.

u	 Introduce a National Energy-Efficiency 
Compliance Portal, implement industry-specific 
norms of consumption, based on the best-
practice models, like the PAT scheme in India, and 
introduce a moderate system of rewards and fines.

u	 Establish a National Energy-Efficiency Stakeholder 
Council comprising of government ministries, 
such as MoPEMR, MoC, MoI, MoF, PMO/
CAO, regulators (Bangladesh bank, NBR), trade 
associations, industry organizations, academia, 
and civil society to consolidate policies, resolve 
disputes, and make decisions fairly.

u	 Dhaka, Gazipur and Narayanganj industrial belts 
should be grid modernized where fragmented 
industries should be led to properly serviced 
economic belts where high voltage infrastructure 
and cogeneration plants and utility services could 
be shared effectively.

u	 Establish Community-Led Energy Councils under 
SREDA/MPEMR so as to engage citizens, SMEs, 
women-led business, and rural communities in 
planning energy-efficient programs by means 
of participatory workshops, discussions, and 
feedbacks.

u	 Implement a Digital Engagement Platform, based 
on SEETRUM (Southeast Asia Energy Transition 
Partnership), to unite practitioners, policymakers 
and communities; comprise knowledge sharing, 
virtual training, energy auditor certification 
programs, discussion forums and monitor progress 
using dashboards.

u	 Introduce the principle of accountability and 
reporting according to the standard of ISO 26000 
and GRI to control the engagement of stakeholders, 
the degree of their involvement in the program, 
and the utilization of their feedback, such as the 
EECMP.

u	 Corporations in cities ought to form special teams 
that will inspect commercial buildings and legally 
enforce installation of sensors that control lighting 
and temperature and also impose high rates on the 
companies that do not comply.

u	 Climate strategy is not an extravagant activity 
and has to be incorporated in the planning of 
industries.
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
