On behalf of the Board of Directors of 2012 and on my own behalf, | have the pleasure to take the opportunity
for the second time of my tenure as President of the Chamber to welcome you all to the 51st Annual General
Meeting (AGM) of our beloved and reputed organization Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI).
Today we have all assembled here to look back our performances and achievements during the last one year
and at the same time we had been able to accomplish since about five decades so that based on our self
analysis we may plan future strategies for delivering better services to the esteemed members as well as
business community towards contributing for the overall economic development of the country.

On this glorious occasion, | would like to extend my heartfelt thanks to you all specially the distinguished
members of this Chamber for your kind cooperation, without your support and relentless efforts it would not
have been possible for DCCI to be the premier Chamber of the country. Your spirit of work and perseverance
have teamed up together to help the Chamber to reach to an ultimate position of fame where DCCI has been
named autonomously with pride at home and abroad. Your sincerity, diligence and determination have enabled
DCCI to shape itself as a dynamic and future looking trade organization in the country.

With this 51st AGM my tenure as the President of this prominent and vibrant Chamber for the year 2012 will
come to an end today. So | would like to present before you a summary of activities we have completed during
the last one year with the assistance of my respected colleagues in the board, distinguished members and
support of the strong Secretariat of the Chamber.

My Distinguished Colleagues and Members of DCCI

Like in the past, the year 2012 was also very meaningful and momentous for the country as well as for the
Chamber. Now Bangladesh is ranked as 42nd largest economic power of the world and rising fast to overtake
others. It is also the 2nd largest RMG exporter in the world. Recently Moody’s has ranked Bangladesh as Ba3
in its sovereign ratings which means the outlook about Bangladesh is stable.

Bangladesh’s Middle class is larger than the total population of Malaysia, Singapore and Thailand. Goldman
Sachs included Bangladesh in its list of “Next 11” countries (those most likely to become the world’s largest
economies after the BRIC nations). It is also one of the JP Morgan’s “Frontier Five” economies. Where as City
Group has identified Bangladesh as one of the 11 countries in terms of Global Growth Generator (3G
countries). These are all known to us, but we have not chalked out any strategy how we would exploit these
opportunities into reality to achieve our targets announced in the Vision 2021 and Sixth Five Year Plan (SFYP).
These positive ranks will add value in attracting much needed foreign investments into Bangladesh. It also
demonstrates the increased competitiveness of Bangladesh and we are determined to take full advantage of
the situation.

The economy is reliant on private sector consumption, which comprises 75% of GDP, which in turn is supported
by remittances from overseas workers. These have been steady through the global financial crisis and the
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deterioration of global growth over the past year, but could falter from weaker global demand. Worker
remittances have also played an important role in maintaining gross domestic savings at around 20% of GDP.

DCCI in 2010 presented a Country Strategy Paper namely Bangladesh 2030: Strategy for Growth. The main
theme of that strategy was to attain the status of one of the thirtieth largest economies of the world by the year
2030 by exploiting the fundamentals of the Vision 2021 announced by the present Government. Today, all the
businessmen, economists, experts and general people believe that the projection can be achieved if the
country is properly and effectively branded in the world. Accordingly, Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry
(DCCI), Business Initiative Leading Development (BUILD), Bangladesh Association of Software and
Information Services (BASIS) and Katalyst jointly organized a mega Event on “Positioning Bangladesh:
Branding for Business” during 5-6 December, 2012 where the local and foreign brand experts along with some
renowned international professionals shared their experiences and views. The outcome of the mega event will
be very helpful for truly branding the country. We would like to continue all out efforts till we achieve our desired
goal of achieving the status of 30th largest economy by the year 2030. The journey is not so smooth but |
believe if we all work together as has been working since the inception, insahallah we can reach our destination
with pride.

Distinguished Members,

Although the international experts and researchers have expressed their positive views about Bangladesh,
some of the economic indicators and balance of payment situation are at a stake because of increase of state
expenditure in some important sectors. Bangladesh’s overall ranking shifted to 129" from 122" in respect of
ease of doing business as per the Doing Business report-2013 of World Bank.

The year 2012 was challenging for Bangladesh in some other aspects also. Recent macroeconomic pressures
stemming from a negative terms of trade shock and delays in aid disbursements have weakened the balance
of payments. Even though presently, external liquidity remains sufficient, but export product and market
concentration risks introduce a potential vulnerability. Recession in EU and its corresponding impacts may
make export income uncertain as our export is heavily dependent on specific markets like EU and USA. If the
ensuing deeper depressions originated in EU hits back our economy, the situation may be worsened. As a very
small economy with tremendous population burden it would be very difficult for Bangladesh to achieve
projected 7.2% GDP growth in the fiscal year 2012-13 as export growth is in decreasing trend in the 1st quarter
of the current fiscal year and fresh momentum in the private sector is not much visible.

However, at present government has been considering private sector as the major engine of growth and
engaging it in almost all the development activities of the country. Both government and the private sector are
working hard and have been undergoing several policy reforms for unearthing the problems but it is still
somewhat unstable. The International Monetary Fund in its latest World Economic Outlook has projected
Bangladesh's growth at 6.1 percent for the FY 2012-2013 which is lower than the actual growth in the previous
FY. It has also projected the global growth down to 3.3 per cent this year and forecasted a sluggish 3.6 per cent
for 2013. Sixty percent of the country's economy is linked with external sector and much of domestic demand
depends on the performance of rural economy, which is mostly based on agriculture sector. Pressure from
external sector and lackluster performance in the agriculture sector slowed down the growth rate in the last
fiscal.

The energy situation of the country has been improved slightly but the rapid increase in the electricity price by
the government has further helped to increase the cost of doing business that will also make Bangladeshi
businesses uncompetitive in the global market. There is a need to properly exploit South Asian potentials in the
hydro-power for resolving energy problems in South Asia. An effective coal policy formulation has become one
of the core needs for energy security of the country. We should sincerely follow up these issues to address

energy problems, private sector of the country is very much eager to see a permanent solution of this problem.
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We are confident that Bangladesh is maintaining stable growth due to our dynamic private sector, strong
economic fundamentals, strategic location and resilient people. In view of the above, we think DCCI should
invigorate its efforts to add more strength to support the government in providing policy inputs and
contribute more to attract new investment and businesses.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Before | go into the details of the Report let me pay my homage to the departed souls who have left us
during the last one year. We mourn loss of lives due to the devastating cyclone sandy in USA, devastation
of floods in Spain, India and Nigeria, Typhoon in Japan and Landslide in Nepal which caused serious loss
to their economy while a number of people died and many others were critically injured. DCCI expressed
deep shock at the sudden demise of Mr. Shamson H. Chowdhury, a prominent businessman and Chairman
of Square Group; Mrs. Nurjahan, Mother of DCCI Former Senior Vice President Mr. Salahuddin Abdullah;
Mrs. Sabera Parvin Harun Wife of Mr. Yusuf Abdullah Harun, Former President, FBCCI; Mr. Mohammed
Fazlul Haque, Father-in-law of Al-haj Md. Sharfuddin, Former Director, DCCI and Mrs. Zeenat Ara Nabi,
Sister of Mr. Mohd. Iftekharuddin (Naushad), Director, DCCI and sent condolence messages with profound
sympathy to their family members. We were also shocked and grieved at the sad demise of Mr. Ali
Ahammed, father of Mr. Bashar, a secretariat staff of the Chamber for his untimely death. DCCI also
expressed its deep concern for terrorist attracts to Buddhist monasteries and households in 10 villages in
Ramu of Cox’s Bazar.

Distinguished Members,

Even though the world and the country witnessed a lot of changes in 2012, DCCI through its sincere and
concerted efforts have been able to add a lot towards ensuring private sector development. Now, before
going to the details of our activities we would like to share some of the achievements of the Chamber in
2012.

Business Initiative Leading Development (BUILD)

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry (DCCI), Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce and Industry (MCCI)
and SME Foundation jointly has established a Public Private Dialogue platform namely, Business Initiative
Leading Development (BUILD). The platform of Public Private Dialogue will assist in the development of
Bangladesh’s private sector and thus to unlock Bangladesh’s true development potential. A Private Sector
Development Policy Co-ordination Committee (PSDPCC) has already been set up in the PMO comprising
important relevant members from different ministries along with private sector. A Policy Coordination Unit (PCU)
has been formed in the PMO for providing secretarial support to the committee. BUILD is a vehicle to convey
inputs and policy suggestions from private sector for acceptance by the government through PCU and
PSDPCC.

At its one year celebration program Hon’ble Finance Minister was present who in October 2011 launched the
organization. In this anniversary celebration program Principal Secretary of PMO, President, FBCCI, Vice
President, MCCI and Managing Director, SME Foundation were also present. Among a number of sector
proposals simplification of Bond Licencing is a example. The research based organization has engaged in
publishing different guide book among which Start up Business Licenses, A Regulatory Guide, ADR Brochure
are some of the important ones.

Introduction of 4 year BBA Programme in DBI College

You are all aware that in order to meet the growing demand of the business community with a special
emphasis on Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs), Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI)
established DCCI Business Institute (DBI) at its own premise in 1999. This Institute has extended its
services as a BBA College affiliated under National University.

The first semester of the 1st Batch of BBA Course has been started in this year which is a great
achievement of DCCI towards educating and developing skills of the business entrepreneurs. Orientation
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programme of the 1st Batch of BBA Course was held on 5th May, 2012. Mr. Nurul Islam Nahid M.P., Hon’ble
Education Minister, GoB was present as the Chief Guest while Dr. Md. Anwar Hussain, Inspector of
Colleges of National University was Present as the Special Guest in the Orientation Ceremony.

DBI College offers 4-year BBA Course in the field of Accounting, English, Introduction to Business,
Introduction to Computer and Business Mathematics etc. with the increasing number of students in each
academic session, the number of faculty will also increase. The activities and performance of the College
are supervised by an eight (08) members Ad-hoc Management Committee comprising some business
magnets and Principal. The Certificate of the College will be endorsed and accepted by the National
University.

Modernization of Membership Certificate and Database Software

This year, DCCI has introduced highly-secured Membership Certificates for all the members of the
Chamber along with pass book. The security features of the Certificate are: the Certificate can not be
copied; Ultra Violate Logo; Special Security Micro Line; Modern Security Netting Design and Security
detector Print Pen etc. In the new Certification system of DCCI, the beauty of the certificate will not be lost
due to not using any further seal in the main certificate during renewal. As a result, members will be able to
protect their Membership Certificate for a long time and the certificate can be laminated with frame.

Membership Database Software is also under implemention in the Chamber. The main features of this
database are: all information and documents like Trade License, TIN Certificate, Bank Solvency Certificate,
Memorandum & Articles of Association, National ID Card, Passport, Certificate of Incorporation, VAT
Registration Certificate, IRC, ERC, Indentor’s Registration Certificate etc would be uploaded for generating
report very easily. It will reduce paper work and save time.

Launching of New Website of DCCI

For rendering more useful and informative services to its valuable members, business communities, students,
researchers, academicians, development practitioners etc, DCCI launched a modern, upgraded and
informative new website. Mr. Ghulam Muhammed Quader, M.P., Hon’ble Commerce Minister, GoB formally
inaugurated the new website. The new website is helping its users especially the members of the Chamber with
more updated and detailed information. They are now getting the services of the Chamber sitting at home. The
distinguished members of the Chamber are now able to download various letters, circulars, updated bilateral
trade statistics of Bangladesh with other countries, information about different meetings, seminars, workshops,
training programs etc. on the website regularly.

Tax Guide 2012-13 for all Members of DCCI

DCCI has been publishing Tax Guide annually for a long time. The guide is written in a user friendly manner so
that all the members of DCCI and other users can get the tax related information easily in an organized way. In
the past, all the users of the guide both members and non-members had to purchase it from DCCI with a
pre-fixed price. In order to increase service to the members of the Chamber and create awareness among the
tax payers, DCCI for the first time has published 4,000 copies of the Tax Guide 2012-13 which have been
distributed to all the members of the chamber free of cost. This is a unique achievement of the Chamber that
increased the services to its valuable members.

International Conference on “Positioning Bangladesh : Branding for Business” and DCCI Business
Award-2012

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI), Business Initiative Leading Development (BUILD),
Bangladesh Association of Software & Information Services (BASIS) and Katalyst jointly organized a 2-Day
International Conference on “Positioning Bangladesh: Branding for Business” during December 05 to 06, 2012
at Pan Pacific Sonargaon Hotel in Dhaka, Bangladesh. The Conference was inaugurated by the Hon’ble Prime
Minister, Government of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh.
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The objectives of the Mega Event were:
< stimulating the private sector to invest,

= encouraging Policy-Makers to frame their policies in such a way as to exploit the tremendous potential of
the country,

<= kick start Bangladesh Positioning itself in the world through initiating appropriate market branding strategy.

There are seven working sessions. These were: Where is Bangladesh Today ? How Branding can be helpful
for Bangladesh, Macro and Micro Linkages for policy benefits, Testimonials of In-country and Ex-country
Experience sharing, Private Sector : Engine for Sustainable Development, The concept of Markets for the poor
and inclusive business approach, Experience sharing session by private companies, Outsourcing from
Bangladesh : Positioning Bangladesh in Global IT arena. The best minds in Bangladesh including some experts
from around the world related to business, government, academia and civil society, local and international
experts and policy makers were present as the speakers of the Conference. They shared their experiences,
views, expert advices that helped to achieve the above mentioned three objectives. An outcome declaration of
the Conference has helped to follow-up this process for attracting more investment for the country and
positioning the country through Branding its Business.

DCCI Business Awards 2012

In order to commemorate the above International Conference, DCCI will arrange DCCI Business Award-2012
under the following six categories:

01. Innovative Entrepreneur of the year;
02. Young Entrepreneur of the year;

03. SME Entrepreneur of the year;

04. Foreign Investor of the year;

05. Non Traditional Exporter of the year;
06. Green Entrepreneur of the year.

These awards will be given to those business persons who have excelled in their respective categories and
who are able to inspire others to follow their success stories. These awards will carry attractive, inspiring and
highly prestigious values in the country. The awards will be announced after critical assessment by an impartial
and independent Jury Board selected from business, media, think tanks and academia. The award ceremony
was planned to be held on the concluding day of the mega event on December 06, 2012 with a closing remark
and a special award dinner but due to loss of huge lives in the devastating fire incident in Ashulia, DCCI has
postponed the scheduled Business Award Gala on December 6. DCCI has been giving the Business Award
since 2008.

Distinguished Friends

Perhaps you are aware that with the limited resources of the Chamber, it is not possible to conduct all
necessary specialized services besides traditional services. In some cases DCCI takes support from the donor
organizations to run important services for the members. Every year DCCI takes some important projects with
the help from donor organizations. All these projects helped the Chamber to initiate several high-profile
technical activities which was almost beyond the capacities of DCCI individually. Some of these important
projects are very briefly mentioned below:

Projects of Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) in 2012

1.  The Netherlands Trust Fund Il (NTFII)

The Netherlands Trust Fund Il (NTF IlI) Bangladesh Project has been funded by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Netherlands and managed in close coordination with the Centre for Promotion of Imports from
Developing Countries (CBI), the Netherlands. The International Trade Centre UN/WTO (ITC) has been
implementing this project in partnership with Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) and Bangladesh
Association of Software and Information Services (BASIS) since January 2010. The project aims to create
sustainable exporter competitiveness in IT & ITES (IT Enabled Services) Sector in Bangladesh and to

implement a modern business model for effectively linking Bangladeshi exporters to EU companies.
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2. EU Switch Asia Re Tie Bangladesh

Reduction of Environmental Threats and Increase of Exportability of Bangladeshi Leather Products (ReTie)
is a project jointly undertaken by SEQUA, gGmbH, Germany, United Nations Industrial Development
Organization (UNIDO), Bavarian Employer Association (bfz, gGmbH), Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (DCCI), Bangladesh Finished Leather, Leather goods and Footwear Exporters and Association
(BFLLFEA) and Bangladesh Tanners Association (BTA). The project activities started on 5th February 2009
and the project has successfully completed its tenure. A number of training workshops and practical
demonstration programmes to create awareness among the entrepreneurs of leather sector were
organized by the project. As a result, the entrepreneurs are now aware to produce environmental-friendly
leather and leather goods which is a precondition to export to EU. As a partner of the project, DCCI
extended its support to prepare the Export Guide both in English and Bengali. A comprehensive guideline
along with documentation procedure for export has been included in the guide so that leather exporter can
get complete information on how to export to EU countries. Dhaka Chamber has achieved ISO 9001:2008
certification from the support of this project.

3. Dhaka Custom House Automation

Dhaka Customs House Automation is a successful project of the Chamber which is implemented through
Public Private Partnership basis. The project was taken up by National Board of Revenue (NBR), IFC-BICF
of World Bank group and DCCI in cooperation with DataSoft in 2009 and the commercial operation of the
project was launched on October 17 last year. About 100% bills of entry under group 1-4 have already
submitted through automated system. The automation process for group 5-Export and air express cargo is
almost ready and will be started soon. In the meantime, automation process of Kamalapur ICD is almost
ready to run. Operational Modules of Electronic Manifest, Electronic CRF, Online Bill of Entry submission
and Noting in Pouch Centre & license module are running. The new automated system has helped to cut
down the customs procedures to six steps in lieu of previously 31 steps. Now, the businessmen can save
both time and money by around 80 percent.

Seminar/ Workshops/other important programmes organized by DCCI in 2012

You are aware that organizing seminars, discussion meetings, brain-storming sessions etc. are the most
important activities of the Chamber. Through these seminars, DCCI proposes for several private-sector
friendly measures to create favourable environment for business and investment. The important Ministers
of GOB attended in various Seminars, Workshops and other Programmes throughout the year organized
by DCCI. Some of them were Hon’ble State Minister for Housing and Public Works - Advocate Abdul
Mannan Khan, M.P.; Communication Minister Mr. Obaidul Quader, M.P., Hon’ble Ex-Railway Minister Mr.
Suranjit Sen Gupta, M.P., Hon’ble Industries Minister Mr. Dilip Barua, Hon’ble Commerce Minister G M
Quader M.P., Hon’ble Civil Aviation and Tourism Minister Mr. Muhammad Faruk Khan M.P. | would like to
highlight some of these important activities of DCCI :

1.  DCCI and BCSIR jointly organized a Public-Private dialogue on “Effective Interaction between
Scientists and Entrepreneurs” that helped the entrepreneurs to know the discovery of the Bangladeshi
scientists in the field of Business and potential benefits of them for the private sector.

2. As per the proposal of DCCI, the government created a separate Ministry for Railway. DCCI also
proposed reforms of the Railway sector of Bangladesh in the Seminar on “Revival of Railway’s
Potential Role for Business Expansion” organized by DCCI. It is heartening that the government has
already taken initiatives to reform the Railway sector with a view to develop communication sector of
the country. DCCI also sent the recommendations on the seminar to the Ministry of Railway, GoB for
proper implementation of those recommendations.

3.  DCCI in several national forums urged the government to modernize the existing Companies Act of
the country. Accordingly, DCCI in cooperation with BUILD and IFC organized a Public Private
Dialogue on “Benefits of Companies Act Reform in Bangladesh”.

Standing Committee activities and Board Meetings

A total of Twenty Four Standing Committees each headed by a Director named as Co-ordinating Director
worked throughout the year. In the year 2012 about 70 meetings of these Standing Committees were
recorded from where quite a lot of important suggestions were taken. Two meetings with the newly
assigned convener and co-conveners were also held. The detailed of the activities of the Standing
Committees have been included in a separate chapter. | would like to take the privilege to thank
Coordinating Directors, Conveners, Co-Conveners of the Standing Committees for their whole—hearted
cooperation and efforts throughout the year.

Eleven (11) Board Meetings and Two (02) emergency meetings of the Board were held in the Chamber to
discuss managerial, financial issues and suggest policy issues to run the Chamber efficiently. It also helped
to take administrative decision to streamline disciplinary activities of the Chamber.

Social Welfare Activities

During the year 2012 DCCI has carried out various social welfare activities. As a part of CSR activities, this
year a donation of Twenty Lacs was given to Kidney Foundation through DCCI Foundation. Kidney
Foundation is a 150 bedded hospital providing training for doctors and nurses and conducting research on
kidney disease besides medical facilities for the patients.

DCCI has taken the responsibility to bear all expenses of a ward of “Feroza Bari Disable Children Hospital”
— a subsidiary of Bangladesh Council for Child Welfare (BCCW) since 1984. The ward with twenty five beds
of this hospital is named as “DCCI Ward”. A donation of Tk one lac was also given to BCCW to maintain the
expenses of the ward.

DCCl distributed blankets to cold wave stricken people of North Bengal and Lalbagh area of Dhaka through
the representatives of Nilphamari Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Rangpur Chamber of Commerce
and Industry, Kurigram Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Lalmonirhat Chamber of Commerce and
Industry and to the representative of Azad Muslim Welfare Conmplex, Lalbagh, Dhaka.
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Besides, Doa and Iftar Mahfil hosted by DCCI was held at DCCI auditorium in the month of holy Ramadan.
US Ambassador H.E. Dan W Mazina, Ambassadors of Foreign countries like USA, Russian, China and
other distinguished guests were present in this party.

Membership Enroliment

DCCI has been supported by a large number of members engaged in business in the area of export, import,
manufacturing, banking, insurance, shipping, service, real estate and SMEs. In the year 2012 more than
450 members were enrolled. At present more than three thousand members along with other business
communities are getting services from this chamber.

DCCI Accounts

Before concluding my speech, | would like to highlight some salient features of the financial position of the
Chamber. The income of this year was Tk 8,46,67,830 against expenditure of Taka 5,12,01,176 during the
same year.

The Auditor’s Report incorporated in this Annual Report reveals that the excess of income over expenditure
during the year 2012 was Tk. 3,34,66,654 which was Tk. 4,37,97,918 in the previous year. The income has
accrued from membership subscription, building rent and other sources. Above all, cost savings to a
considerable extent by avoiding unnecessary expenses also contributed to this surplus. The overall savings
of the Chamber in the form of cash at Bank, cash in hand and fixed deposit increased to Tk. 30,79,45,052
from Tk. 25,74,23,839 reflecting an increase of Tk. 5,05,21,213 or 19.62 percent. It is evident from the
above statistics that the financial condition of the Chamber has improved substantially in 2012.

Eventhough, this year’s surplus income is comperatively lower than the previous year, main reason of
which is for the vaction of rented space due to extention programme of DCCI building. So we believe that
situation will further improve in the coming years.

Respected Members,

As the largest representative of the private sector of the country, the activities of DCCI have been increased
in many fold compared to the past. Today the Chamber has been recognized as one of the most active and
reputed trade organizations both in national and international level. The Chamber has also achieved the
ISO certification for the first time in the country by enhancing the quality of services provided to its esteemed
members. The Chamber would like to maintain the practice.

The business entrepreneurs face tough competition in today’s globalized market. To keep pace with the
demand of the entrepreneurs, the Chamber has increased its overall activities. Besides, infrastructural
development, various expenditures and development activities have also increased. The cost of all the
components of service sector has been increased 3/4 times but the income of the Chamber has not
increased. To continue this type of unique services to the members, it is essential for the Chamber to have
a strong financial base. Membership subscription and rent from the Chamber building are the main source
of income of DCCI. In order to meet the existing expenditure for providing better services to the
distinguished members of the Chamber, the membership subscription fee has been slightly increased this
year which was unanimously approved in the Extra Ordinary General Meeting (EGM) of the Chamber.

| would also like to inform you that a new and up-to-date pay scale for DCCI secretariat has been structured
and approved by DCCI Board this year which has already been implemented. Now, | believe that the staffs
of the secretariat will be encouraged to work more sincerely to provide better quality services to the
distinguished members of the Chamber.

Hon’ble Members,

The year 2012 was very eventful and much interesting for DCCI because in this year DCCI has been able
to establish closer relationship between the government and the private sector. | tried my best to
accommodate DCCI activities for the wider interest of private sector. | took lessons from my predecessors
in keeping up Chamber activities more vibrant and meaningful.
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I would like to send the message to you that even though this is my last day as the President of DCCI, | shall
keep contact with the Chamber and share my experience for the benefit of DCCI. If | had been able to
contribute anything for the development business and economy during the last two years, the credit must
rightfully go to you all and | would like to bear all the pains where | could not come up with success even
through | tried my best.

4. From Seminar a letter containing different problems and suggestions about insurance policy
system may be sent to IDRA and concerned Ministries/Divisions.

5. Resource personnel from regulatory bodies, financial organizations, different insurance
companies, banking sector etc. may remain present in the seminar.

6. Number of members in the Financial Institutions and Services Standing Committee- 2012 may be
increased up to 21 from the members of DCCI of different financial instead of the existing 10
members.

7. Henceforth al the meetings of this committee may be held on Saturdays.

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Standing Committee on Infrastructure Facilities (Power & Energy)
for Private Sector Development-2012

Standing Committee on Infrastructure Facilities (Power & Energy) for Private Sector Development-2012 of
Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DCCI) has been constituted to deal with all the matters and
issues relating to infrastructure development with a special emphasis on Energy & Power Sector
Development. The responsibilities of the Standing Committee also cover facilitating and motivating private
sector investment in the power & energy sector and provide recommendations for appropriate Policy
formation by the government.

The meeting of this Standing Committee was held on March 10, 2012. In the meeting it was stated that: the
old power plants should be re-activated and used to generate power and if extra 15-20% power can be
generated, GDP will be increased by approximately 1%; dependence on the existing gas reserve should be
reduced by focusing on use of domestic Coal; the Government should finalize the Coal Policy and use
domestic Coal urgently because Gas resources of Bangladesh would dry up in next 10 to 15 years; the
Committee may give pressure to the government for finalization of Coal Policy for future energy security of
the Country; the government should include one representative from DCCI in all the boards related to power
& energy sector of the country etc.

Representatives from this Standing Committee/DCCI have participated in the Public Hearings of
Bangladesh Energy Regulatory Commission (BERC) on behalf of DCCI and raised strong voices in favour
of the private sector and judicious decisions by BERC in respect of fixation energy and electricity prices and
other energy related policy issues. BERC appreciated the presence and interventions of representatives of
DCCI.

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Standing Committee on “Projects Development, DBI, Research, Library
and Knowledge Centre — 2012”

The main Terms of Reference of the Standing Committee on “Projects Development, DBI, Research,
Library and Knowledge Centre — 2012” are:

1. To formulate appropriate policy and oversee the preparation of Annual Calendar, to conduct need
based training courses and functioning of DCCI Business Institute (DBI).

2. To consider and evaluate new viable projects in consultation with donors such as the European
Union, World Bank, Asian Development Bank (ADB), Royal Netherlands Embassy, CIDA, GTZ,
UNCTAD/WTO Asia Investment, SEDF etc.

3. To guide DCCI Research Cell for planning and undertaking Research activities on important trade
and economic issues.

In 2012, 3 (three) meetings of the Standing Committee were held on 24th March, 16th June and
4th September. As per recommendations of the Standing Committee and with the approval of
DCCI Board of Directors, the following activities were taken in 2012.

1. The Training Calendar 2012-13 was prepared, published and circulated among the target groups.

2. Of 37 (thirty seven) short training courses included in the calendar, 14(fourteen) short courses
were held from January to September, 2012, and 426 (four hundred and twenty six) trainees
participated in the courses.

3. Of 26 (twenty six) daylong workshops included for Knowledge Centre, 8 (eight) Workshops were
held up to September, 2012, and 168 (one hundred and sixty eight) trainees participated.

4. BBA classes with 20 (twenty) students commenced on 16th April, 2012. Five teachers and one
Vice Principal were recruited for smooth running of the classes and college management. The
Additional Executive Director (AED) DBI, Mr. Ashish Kumar Paul has been working as Acting
Principal of the DBI (College) in addition to his own duties.

5. An Orientation of the 1st batch of BBA (Hons) students and Certificate Awarding Ceremony of
MLS-SCM (P) was held in DCCI Auditorium on 5th May, 2012. Mr. Nurul Islam Nahid, MP and
Honorable Minister of Education was present in the ceremony as Chief Guest and Dr. Syed Anwar
Hossain, Inspector of Colleges of the National University was present as Special Guest. Hon’ble
Education Minister Mr. Nurul Islam Nahid, MP awarded the certificates among the successful
candidates.

6. Steps have been initiated to provide Consultancy Services in respect of MLS-SCM(P) in line with
BUET Research Training and Consultancy (BTRC) services to provide in house Consultancy
Services to outside organizations. Trainers of MLS-SCM(P) TOT Workshop have been requested
to develop the Training Modules for the TOT Workshop which may be received soon. After that, the
TOT workshop will be held in DBI.

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Standing Committee on Telecom, ICT and Intellectual Property Rights 2012

Standing Committee on Telecom, ICT and Intellectual Property Rights 2012, of Dhaka Chamber of
Commerce & Industry (DCCI) was created to act as a platform for a comprehensive outlook on important
issues relating to IT infrastructure and draw-up realistic and achievable resolutions for encouraging IP
which will add value to all stakeholders particularly to the private sector. In order to have a realistic
objectives mission statement was approved by the committee in the beginning of the year and accordingly
several activities were undertaken throughout the year.

DCCI organized a Conference on Bangladesh 2030: Strategy for Growth in 2010 where DCCI presented a
vision for making Bangladesh as one of the 30th largest economies by the year 2030. In order to attain
these objectives DCCI identified some Growth Drivers in which IT was one of the prominent Growth Drivers;
this S/C worked for development of IT sector through its several activities and projects.

The Committee took several activities to make the Chamber activities as a fully automated like an
e-Chamber and worked for enhancing contribution of ICT and Telecom as a Cross-Cutting sector towards
meeting the Vision 2021 target. Some of these activities are; upgrading activities of DCCI Accounts through
automation and help DCCI to be an IT-Enabled Chamber, installed Touch Screen Kiosk, Electronic Display
System (Signage), Structured LAN System.

DCCI implemented some Software for various Applications, such as: HR Management, Payroll, PF, Leave
Management, Staff Income Tax, Member Database & Membership Services System, Inventory
Management System, Fixed Asset Management System etc. A New Website of DCCI with an objective to
go for B2B web portal already been launched. All members or nonmembers can collect any business
related information from the website.

In view of its well-articulated mission, the Committee also undertook some other activities throughout the
year. Organized seminars and workshops in cooperation with Ministry of Industries, Bangladesh Bank, IFC
and similar other organization in different aspects of IT, Telecom and IPR issues. A project namely The
Netherlands Trust Fund (NTFII) is being implemented in 2011 starting its journey from 2010.

Several activities were initiated under this project. A training for the Foreign Trade Attaches is one of the
important events organized in The Netherlands where ten Attaches posted in several EL) countries from
Bangladesh were trained on how to organize and support private sector for preparing Trade Fair for adding
additional efforts for creating Bangladesh as one of the important IT outsourcing countries.

DCCI Business Institute (DBI)

DCCIl Business Institute (DBI) has been organizing various training programmes in 2012.
It has prepared a Training Calendar-2012-13 (April-March) under the guidance of the DCCI Standing
Committee on DBI. After approval of the Standing Committee and Board of Directors of DCCI, the Training
Calendar was finalized and training courses are being conducted accordingly. Later, the Training Calendar
was published and sent to important business organizations. In accordance with the Calendar, DBI has
been implementing thirty seven (37) short training courses and twenty six (26) daylong workshops for the
development of forward-looking entrepreneurs and business executives this year. It has also continued to
organize Certificate / Diploma courses and to hold Examinations on “Modular Learning System in Supply
Chain Management (MLS-SCM®))”, in cooperation with International Trade Centre (ITC)-UNCTAD/WTO,
Geneva. These courses were appreciated by the participating business entrepreneurs and executives and
the responses from the business community, as a whole was tremendous. DBI has also successfully started
classes of BBA (Hons) Course from this year with twenty (20) students, on being affiliated with the National
University. This was a fulfillment of the long cherished goal of DBI . The main activities of the DBI for 2012
are narrated below:

1. Short-term Training Courses in DBI: As usual, DCCI Business Institute has continued its short-term
training courses of 3 & 5 half days this year. From January to September, 2012, the following 19 short
training courses were held in which four hundred twenty six (426) participants participated as
compared to 14 short training courses and 284 participants during the previous year.

(i) Human Resource Development; (ii) Effective Selling Skills & Advertising; (iii) Effective
International Business Communication in English; (iv) How to prepare a Bankable Project
Proposal for Getting Loan; (v) How to Develop Distribution Network for Marketing of Products;
(vi) Managing Accounts — Best Practices, (vii) How to Establish a New Business; (viii) Uniform
Customs and Practices for Documentary Credit (UCPDC); (ix) Shipping Procedures of Export
& Import; (x) Effective Business Communication in English & E-mail Writing; (xi) Development
of Leadership Skills for Management; (xii) Import and Indenting Procedures; (xiii) Role of
Company Secretary and the Art of Effective Communication; (xiv) Rules & Procedures of VAT
& Income Tax; (xv) Store and Inventory Management; (xvi) Management Skill for HR &
Administrative Professionals; (xvii) Human Resource Management (HRM); (xviii) Rules &
Procedures of VAT & Income Tax; and (xix) Export Marketing Management & Documentation.

The participants of the courses expressed great happiness at the outcome of the courses which enhanced
their knowledge, skill and widened their mental horizon. They also requested to continue such courses in
the years ahead.

2. MLS-SCM® Certificate/Diploma Course in Cooperation with ITC, Geneva:

Under the technical assistance programme of International Trade Centre (ITC)-UNCTAD/WTO,
Geneva, DBI has been conducting Certificate/ Diploma courses on Modular Learning System in
Supply Chain Management (MLS-SCM®)) and holding examinations since 2004. DCCI is the only
Authorised Examination Body (AEB) of ITC in Bangladesh. These courses improve the capacity of
business organizations to become competitive in the globalised markets both at home and abroad, by
effectively managing the supply chain. The course has eighteen (18) modules which cover from
purchasing of raw materials upto Customer Relationship Management. The main objectives of the
course is to train participants how to obtain quality inputs at the most competitive prices and the slogan
of the course is “Buying into Competitiveness”.



During 2012, 11th batch (January, 2012) &
12th batch (July, 2012) of Certificate Course
were successfully started with forty two (42)
and fifty (50) participants respectively as
compared to 44 and 40 respectively in the
previous year. In addition, 22 and 11
participants have been attending Advanced
Certificate and Diploma Classes of
MLS-SCM®) respectively. Classes are held on
Fridays and Saturdays so as to enable persons
on the job to attend training courses
conveniently to increase their productivity and

advance better job opportunities. Regular .

March & September, 2012 successfully. Total number of examinees were 107 (with 326 modules) in March
and 121 (with 339 modules) in September, 2012 as compared to 121 (321 modules) and 113 (321 modules)
respectively in the previous year. The record shows an increasing trend in the enrolement and number of
examinees. The examinations were held strictly as per the standard guidelines of ITC, Geneva upto its full
satisfaction.

The latest enrolement of 50 participants in the MLS-SCM®) certificate course in July , 2012 batch, an
all-time high enrolement, exhibits the popularity of DBI, despite the fact that many others competitors have
started Supply Chain Management Courses in Bangladesh. This is a unique, proven and powerful
management system to cut cost, reduce lead time and become competitive in the Global Market. ITC has
developed 18 modules of MLS-SCM® to help companies achieve excellence in the supply chain

management. These are:

1. Understanding the Corporate Environment; 2. Specifying Requirements & Planning Supply; 3.

DCCI-Knowledge Centre (KC): DCCI-Knowledge Center (KC) was established in cooperation with
South-Asia Enterprise Development Facility (SEDF) in 2004. After the MoU with them expired in June,
2008, DCCI continued the activities of “DCCI-Knowledge Center” as an extended wing of DCCI
Business Institute (DBI). The objectives of Knowledge Center are to enhance both quantity and quality
of training and services, particularly to facilitate the use of Information Technology (IT) for SME
development. The goal of Knowledge Center is to provide a “one-stop-knowledge service” to local
SMEs, students, academics, NGOs and business service providers.

Services of KC: The main services of KC are: (i) Trade & Technologies Information service, (ii) CD
ROM & Library service, (iii) Training service, and (iv) Development and Communication services.
DCCI-Knowledge Center has two main sources of income. These are:

(1) Sale of Services: it includes the income from different services provided by KC, like membership
registration fees, internet browsing, printout, photocopy, CD-ROM, scanning etc. and

(2) Workshop Registration Fees: it includes the registration fees from the participants of different
workshops conducted by KC. Holding of day-long workshops on weekends (Fridays and Saturdays) is
a new initiative of KC. From January to September, 2012 following workshops were held :

(i) Professional Business Management, (ii) Branding for Business Success, (iii) Strategic
Procurement Skills, (iv) UCPDC (Uniform Customs and Practice for Documentary Credit),
(v) Front Desk Behaviour & Telephone Etiquettes, (vi) Effective Office Secretary for
MD/CEO, (vii) Agribusiness Supply Chain Management-Issues and Challenges and (viii).
VAT & Customs Procedures for Import & Export.

The responses were quite satisfactory. Total Number of Participants for these courses were 168 and on
average 21 participants per workshop.

An Acting Principal, a Vice Principal and necessary staff members were
appointed to run the activities of BBA smoothly. Full time and Part time qualified and experienced
teachers for all subjects were also appointed. Necessary steps were also taken to admit students in
the BBA (Hons) Course (1st Batch). Thus BBA Course with 20 students was started in DBI (College)
in 2012 fulfilling the long-cherished dream of DCCI.

Re-export is an important phenomenon for building a hub economy. The position of Bangladesh
within the global map makes it a natural candidate to become a regional hub economy. However,
the business wouldn't come to it unless it aligns itself to become a hub.

Government of Bangladesh should take initiative for enacting policies to build several Economic
Zones to facilitate re-export which will in future engage in different business where companies or
traders will be provided facilities to assemble, minor value add and brand products before they
are exported.

It should be acknowledged that re-export zones need shorter time to ramp-up compared to the
EPZs. So, government can go for REZ.

Government may invite other experts of Hong Kong or Singapore to come here and take
advantage of the natural settings and implementation of government policies.

Different government agencies like NBR, CCI&E, customs house etc. would need to be made
aware of re-export and proper cooperation and coordination should be ensured among these
agencies for truly exploiting the opportunities of re-export in Bangladesh.

There is usually a great need of capital investment for this kind of businesses to flourish.
Government can mobilize NRB money to raise capital through securities and funds to create
re-export zones in Sylhet, Dinajpur, Chittagong and Khulna etc.

The capacity of ports, infrastructural, customs and transport facilities need to be increased more
to get the benefits of Re-export in Bangladesh. A deep sea port should be established.

Consolidation of Investment Agencies under one umbrella, e.g., Bangladesh Industrial
Development Agency (BIDA) as proposed by JICA report 1995 —like Malaysia/MIDA which would
lead to BOI/BEPZA/SEZ authority merger-to make it a real one stop service for attracting FDI.

Regional integration as well as global integration is very crucial nowadays. So, Bangladesh
should enhance cooperation with the member states of this region. Re-export can be one of the
most important tools in this respect.

The readiness to accommodate the huge business that re-exports will generate should also be
taken into consideration.

A National Executive Council at a policy level under the Ministry of Commerce may be
established for more trade facilitation and better coordination.

Re-export could be a big opportunity for exporters free from regulation and condition to make it a
cost effective and lucrative business.

Re-export has a big promise for the economic development of Bangladesh. It also has the
potential to facilitate trades for land locked Nepal, Bhutan or other land-locked Indian provinces
in the North-East.

Bangladesh Tariff Commission worked hard to provide all information downloadable individually
at MS Word. There should also be an option just to view all necessary information individually at
HTML page, which will be more useful and easy too. So the person who does not need to
download the information can view the information easily, instantly and also accurately.

To generate extra income some advertisements may be given at the directory’s website. For
promoting the directory to all over the world the Directory’s website link may be given at different
media and social networking websites.

Bangladesh may encourage American investor to investment in infrastructure, such as highways
and power plants, under public—private partnership policy.

Bangladesh may involve U.S financial institutions such as U.S. Export-Import Bank (EXIM), the
Overseas Private Investment Corporation (OPIC), and the U.S Trade and Development Agency
(USTDA) and others.

To give an abundant coal resources and increasing power demand, the government need to
formulate coal policy to expedite the development of the country’s coal resources.

To becoming a global manufacturing center, a deep-sea port in the Bay of Bengal would open up
numerous investment opportunities in Bangladesh. The deep-sea port could act as a transit port,
with vessels offloading containers for other ships to pick up.

In order to attract more FDI Bangladesh has to improve port facilities, communication and
transportation system including rail, infrastructure, energy and power generation, transparency
and eradicate corruption.

Simplification of US visa for Bangladeshi people is ess reduce the 'waiting time' of the US visa to
one working day from the existing two working days for Bangladeshi businessmen.

Dr. Muhammad Mujahidul
Islam, Professor of Banking and Insurance Department of University of Dhaka and former Chairman of
National Board of Revenue Mr. Muhammad Abdul Maijid were present as designated discussants. Dr.
Mohammad Ayub Miah, CEO of Center for Zakat Management (CZM) made the keynote presentation
in the seminar.

Recommendations

1.

As Bangladesh is a resource constraint country, everybody needs to concentrate and integrate
their efforts for creating a level playing field for all to achieve the targeted goal. A well organized
institutional Zakat management system can be an effective economic tool for poverty alleviation
and economic development for a country like Bangladesh.

At least Tk. 200 billion can be realized from Zakat if it can be managed properly through efficient
Zakat institutions; CZM can play a very active role in this respect.

Some motivation programs are needed to create awareness that Zakat fund should be managed
efficiently for poverty alleviation and sustainable economic development. From a research it is
found that 80 percent of urban poverty can be reduced by utilizing the urban Zakat.

There is a wide disparity of income between the rich and the poor in this world including
Bangladesh and itis being increased day by day. But Islam as a way of life has regulated a certain
rule in such a way in order to make society to be favorable. So, in all the Muslim majority
countries, institutional Zakat system can play a significant and effective role in reducing this ever
increasing income inequality.

Bangladesh Government has adopted various Poverty Reduction Strategies for the overall
development and reduction of poverty. Zakat should be incorporated into such development
strategies.

There is a need to operate Zakat with the help of various institutions using contemporary
organizational structures and instruments to reinforce poverty alleviation endeavors.

Poverty is one of the main obstacles of Bangladesh which impedes all development activities of
the country. Reducing poverty is very important for the true development of Bangladesh and
institutional Zakat system can be a helping tool to reduce it.

Some integrated capacity building programs should be taken to effectively reduce poverty and
develop the capacity of human resource.

The organization like Center for Zakat Management (CZM) should be encouraged for
mobilization of zakat from the interested Muslims and assisting them in zakat calculation.

There is a need to conduct research on different aspects of zakat for its best utilization for poverty
eradication.

Accountability and Transparency of the zakat management organizations should be ensured to
create confidence in the mind of zakat payers that their payment is properly utilized.

3.0 BUILD Research Activities:

The private sector drives the economic growth that is needed to alleviate poverty in a developing country
like Bangladesh and therefore, more can be done through research by finding out the appropriate policy
tools to achieve the visions of the nation. BUILD as a research organization, has an efficient research team
to go and get on research activities for different reforms.



3.1 Areas of Research Identified by the Working Committees

The working committees of BUILD have come with different ideas on policy reforms and some of these are

summarized as follows:

3.1.1 Trade and investment Working Commiittee:

This working committee has worked on Prioritization of Sectors Strength and
Constraints research and Re-engineering Export and Import Process so far.
In this regards the team has followed a specific guideline such as:

» Sector mapping exercise ranking the 32 thrust sectors as per Industrial
Policy 2010;

« Criterion such as impact on job creation, balance of trade, global
demand and supply for the products, investment outlook and
Bangladesh's own natural resource endowments;

» Methodology used by some African and Central Asian countries;

» To help in suggesting policies, diversify exports, support upcoming
industrial policy, and to identify sectoral strengths and possible barriers;

» PSDPCC approved 12 priority sectors and suggested to bring more proposals from the working group

for development of these sectors;

» Ministry of Industries will include these sectors in the next industrial policy.

» BUILD is also working for regulatory simplification of these priority sectors;
» BUILD would also be working for sector-wise simplification of licensing procedures.

* The recommendations of the working committee on IRC-ERC renewal and issuance have been sent

to Ministry of Commerce for approval and implementation.

Some scheduled works of this working committee are:

» To ensure all the stakeholders’ consensus on Draft Companies Act BUILD was requested by
* MOC for preparing a schedule of meetings/seminars/ discussion throughout the country.

* Presently, study is being conducted on Factories and Establishment and Factory Plan approval and

Certification Process Reengineering.

3.1.2 Taxation Working Committee:

This working committee’s National budget related activity summary is given below:

BUILD submitted 193 Budget Proposals based on DCCI , MCCI and SMEF proposals for National Budget

» About 26 Budget proposals of BUILD have been accepted:

- Customs Duty related proposals (6)
- Supplementary Duty (4)
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Other activities:

An FGD has been conducted in pursuance of publishing a book on hundred licenses. First draft of the book
is already done and validation of the information is now going on.

3.1.3 Financial Sector Development Working Committee:

» BUILD has Identified some criteria, such as ‘Registering Property, Trading Across Borders and Paying
Taxes’ which are being used to rate the cost of business for each country. Thereafter, BUILD has
commenced the survey to recommend simplification of these processes as high restrictions of these
criteria are deterring potential investors and are treated as hindrance for progressive economic
climate.

* Proposal came from the committee that existing mortgage law would need some reforms, as it was
claimed that borrower cost and banking cost increase due to the amendment of The Transfer of
Property Act 1882 in 2004. BUILD has accomplished the survey with some interesting outcomes and
a final draft is under review by IFC.

* Electronic licensing system like Business Licensing Electronic Support System (BLESS) in Malaysia
needs to be developed in Bangladesh. BUILD has already completed a survey on business licenses
and now is going to start to draw the process maps for these licenses and analyze the existing the
automation system. These systems should give access to information relating to licensing, credit
history and other information to Bangladesh Bank, Board of Investment, and other relevant institutions.

» Eventually BUILD will propose for necessary automation to replace the existing cumbersome manual
process in different licensing process. By issuing registration codes for individuals and organizations.

» BUILD completed a study on Bond Market License Re-Engineering which has been accepted by PSD
PCC and implemented through circular issued in September 12, 2012 by Customs & Bond
Commissionerate. Outcomes of the study is given below:

BUILD will also publish the outcome soon to facilitate the entrepreneurs in doing
business.



Currently, BUILD is preparing a database of different bodies working for and with SMEs.
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BUILD is working to suggest a ‘Single Window’ for new investors to get all information about licenses
and other requirements.

BUILD is currently conducting a research on dual licensing under BSTI Ordinance and Pure Food Act.
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Recently BUILD has initiated a research on regulatory simplification of plastics sector.

Branding Bangladesh for Investment Thrust

As once-solid economies turn fundamentally brittle, smart investors are wisely choosing new avenues of
growth. Following a considerable period of tumultuous, yet stable, democracy, the confidence of investors
seems to be slowly seeping in, into Bangladesh. The country, now Asia's most-closely watched emerging
growth story, is brimming with opportunities for high-grade investments, in sectors as diverse as power,
telecommunications, healthcare, higher and professional studies, BPO, and pharmaceuticals. Take, for
example, the power sector. A meagre 35 per cent of the total population in Bangladesh is covered under
the country's electricity net. Even then, the average demand for power in the country, at 5,600 megawatts,
far outstrips the average supply of 3,800 megawatts, almost a 30 per cent shortfall.

If the target to generate 8,000 megawatts of electricity, by 2015, is to be met, investments worth USD 10
billion need to be made. Small coal-fired power plants, requiring nearly USD 2 billion as investments or debt
financing, should also be considered. Coal-fired plants are especially important, if the country wants to
reduce its dependence on gas, for power generation, as Bangladesh's gas reserves are likely to deplete
significantly by 2015. The government has taken steps towards preparing a draft public-private partnership
(PPP) policy, to replace the Bangladesh Private Sector Infrastructure Guidelines (BPSIG). The
“Bangladesh Public-Private Partnership Policy and Guidelines” will likely incorporate provisions for fiscal
incentives, and be more open towards investments.

Telecom is one of the fastest growing sectors, with around 54 million subscribers (30 per cent of the
population), and six operators (mostly foreign-owned). Large investments, by NTT DoCoMo, and Bharti
Telecom, have elevated the FDI inflow, by 50 per cent. As the government is unlikely to issue more mobile
licences, future investments will grow in data-based, and value added services. Implementation of 3G (third
generation) licences will also need significant investment. Airtel Bangladesh Ltd has been enjoying rapid
growth in Bangladesh, since its inception in December, 2010. It is providing services to more than six million
customers. Manufacturing of handsets, by utilising relatively cheap domestic labour, is also a viable option.
In fact, Bangladesh-India joint ventures can actually rule the inexpensive handset market.

The demand for healthcare services is also growing at a significant pace, and it has the potential of
becoming a key contributor to the economy. A continual increase in life expectancy, as well as declining
mortality rate, can be attributed to the increasing income of the growing middle-classes. Private, as well as
premium-priced hospitals, with international standard facilities, such as Apollo, United and Square, among
others, have become popular. Since 2005, registration of 2,00,000 patients in Apollo Hospital, Dhaka, is a
testament to such popularity. Foreign investors can play a bigger role to improve the healthcare standards,
by setting up training institutes for world-class nurses, and technicians.

The education sector has witnessed a significant expansion over the years. Notwithstanding high charges,
local private universities have grown rapidly, in response to the rising demand. Given the recent boom in
the number of graduates and undergraduates, renowned business schools, and famous foreign
universities, can explore the sector. Private players can always set up reasonably priced secondary and
higher-secondary institutions, to give a fillip to the situation.

Outsourcing of services has become a popular concept all over the globe, as the process allows
organisations to focus on core expertise, and capitalise on specialist knowledge in respective areas.
Although Bangladesh is yet to fully utilise its resources in this regard, it is high time for the country to start
pitching for Business Processing Outsourcing (BPO) deals, as well as primarily offshore outsourcing.

In recent years, the pharmaceutical market has undergone a sea change, with its gradual transformation
from an import-based industry, to a self-manufacturing one. It now exports products to 70 countries, and
add more than USD 750 million to the country's coffers. Foreign investments, either in the form of joint



ventures with Bangladeshi companies, or other type of partnerships, can give further boost to the market.
Foreign companies, such as Sun Pharmaceuticals of India, can utilise the competitively priced labour in
Bangladesh, and use cost advantages, to capture the export market. Also, Bangladesh's exemption from
Trade Related Intellectual Property Rights till 2016, and its manufacturers' ability to produce
pharmaceuticals products till the expiry of the exemption period, increases the incentives greatly.

Given the progressive rise in the purchasing capacity of the people in Bangladesh, the FMCG (fast moving
consumer goods) industry is, indeed, one of the favoured sectors. In this context, Laurent Therond,
Managing Director of Nestle Bangladesh Ltd, said that Bangladesh is the source of relatively cheaper
labour. He also said that a number of companies are considering investment in the Bangladeshi market. "At
Nestle, we believe that the shift from the unbranded market to brands will be triggered by consumers, as
they would try to provide safe and nutritious food to their families. This will give a competitive edge to all
companies belonging to the category of international standards, even if their products are comparatively
high-priced," he added. He said Nestle wants to be a part of this journey, by producing world class products
in Bangladesh.

"Back in 1994, we had invested in a production facility here. It has expanded considerably, to support
increasing demand from the domestic market. We've even been able to secure some exports to
neighbouring countries," he said. He asserted that Nestle is eyeing a long-term future in Bangladesh.

The Bangladesh government has identified the PPP as one of the key focus areas, and is committed to
attracting foreign investors to thrust sectors. It is constantly upgrading the investment regulations, to attract
new investments. The country, at present, enjoys popular support for market economy reforms, and offers
one of the most investment-friendly regulations in South Asia. The Goldman Sachs Group has identified the
country as N-11, or one of the 11 countries with the potential of becoming the next economic hub.

Bangladesh owns an enthusiastic, hardworking and low-cost (even by regional standards) workforce, ready
to be absorbed into any labour-intensive industry. Bangladeshi products enjoy complete duty and quota free
access to EU, Japan, Canada, Australia, Norway and other developed countries. Bangladesh's trade
volume is increasing for apparel export to USA and Canada.

Andrew Tilke, CEO of HSBC, Bangladesh, said, global economy is entering a renewed period of growth in
international trade. "We expect to see significant increase in trade flows in future, and also the continuation
of the current trend for the balance of economic activity to shift eastwards. Within Asia, we expect trade
volumes to almost double by 2025," he noted. He said the process would be significantly aided by the
domestic consumption of developing Asian markets. He also said that Bangladesh enjoys a unique location
between the two biggest Asian players, China and India. He further said that Bangladesh has already
demonstrated an ability to produce competitively priced, high-quality goods, and that there is a strong
entrepreneurial spirit in the country that leaps ahead to break into new markets and opportunities. The
winners of HSBC Export Excellence Awards are living examples of that spirit, he added. He expressed
optimism that HSBC would continue to support businesses in Bangladesh through its extensive global
network.

On the other hand, Jim McCabe, CEO of Standard Chartered Bank, Bangladesh, said that the Standard
Chartered was the first bank to set up its operations in Bangladesh, way back in 1905. "That we've never
closed our doors, even during the most difficult periods, is a testimony to our confidence in the growth and
development of this market. We're proud to have been an integral part of the development of the country's
financial sector. | believe that Bangladesh presents a unique story of growth and resilience. I've seen the
resolve of the people of Bangladesh during tough times, and also witnessed their success in turning the
scene around," he said.

He also said that the textile and RMG sector has become successful, and that it still growing strongly. He
further cited the growth of other sectors, including pharmaceuticals and ceramics. He pointed out the
immense potential of jute and its by-products in the international market. Apart from cheap labour, the large
untapped domestic market of about 160 million people is also very lucrative for multinationals for marketing
their products and services, he noted.
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"Bangladesh offers a multitude of opportunities. Attainment of its debut sovereign rating from Standard &
Poor's, where Standard Chartered Bank was a mandated advisor, is another milestone in the development
of this country, as it opens up the possibility of financing from international investors. We're committed to
the development of Bangladesh," he added.

Choon Soo Moon, Managing Director of Samsung Electronics, Bangladesh, said that with a steady GDP
growth, Bangladesh is poised to be the next economic hub of the world. "lt's quite unfair to judge the
country on the basis of natural calamities and other problems," he added. He pointed out that Bangladesh
has a population of about 160 million. "A market this big is very hard to ignore. An average GDP growth of
6 per cent for the last several years ensures more demand for services of all sectors, especially in the
information technology and telecommunication sectors. This is quite evident from the fact that Samsung,
itself, is witnessing a steady growth here. We've experienced a 10 percent growth in the first quarter of
2012," he noted. He said that given the current economic situation, an aggressive marketing approach can
bring in fruitful results in future. The growing number of educated people reflects that a big chunk of the
population is getting more inclined to different sophisticated solutions, he added.

Rashed Magsood, Managing Director and Citi country officer of Citibank, Bangladesh, said that the Citi has
identified Bangladesh as one of 11 countries termed as Global Growth Generators (or 3G countries), having
the most promising growth prospects over the next few decades. "We believe Bangladesh is likely to thrive
in a globally integrated economy, with high growth rates and high returns from investments in the coming
decades. Bangladesh's high predicted growth rate of real per capita GDP (6.3 per cent per annum during
2010-2050) incorporates some key features to sustainable rapid growth. Bangladesh also has a very young
population, to its benefit," he added. He praised the Bangladesh government's efforts to alleviate poverty
through micro-finance and other initiatives, as well as solid performance from various social indicators.
"With a greater emphasis on education and open trade, a gradual improvement in the quality of its
institutions, corporate governance structure and prudent macroeconomic management, we believe
Bangladesh will be able to realise its true potentials," he added.

Bernd Hagen, Managing Director of TUV Rheinland Bangladesh Pvt. Ltd, said that his company has
decided to invest in a new textile and garments testing laboratory in Bangladesh, citing the huge potential
of this sector. "We expect Bangladesh to take part in globalisation. We also want the country to express
interest in various investments. We've recognised a lot of activities in the solar energy sector, battery
technology and the services sector. This shows that the people in Bangladesh are in a great demand,
because of their experiences in textile business, excellent education, occupational qualification and soft
skills. This is the opportunity for Bangladesh to become independent from the textile and garments sector,
and open the country for a big range of industries and services sectors," he added.

A spurt in the FDI inflow, which reached USD 1 billion for the first time in 2008, along with increasing market
capitalisation, and a commendable GDP growth, has helped Bangladesh to gain a foothold among the top
three South Asian countries.

Recently, Bangladesh has received Standard & Poor's “BB-" long-term and “B” short-term sovereign credit
ratings, for both foreign and local currency. The country has come a long way, from its earlier “unknown risk”
phase, to a “stable outlook” that reflects “expectations that a prudent macroeconomic policy-setting will
prevail, and microeconomic reforms would gradually address growth constraints”. Also, Bangladesh's
regulatory regime vehemently supports private sector investment, with incentives of 100 per cent foreign
ownership, repatriation of dividend and the foreign investment protection Act.

In order to bring huge potentials of Bangladesh to the surface before the world leaders in industry and
investment, Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry, in association with Business Initiative Leading
Development (BUILD), BASIS, KATALYST will hold a Conference along with some exposition and some
other related events on Bangladesh for sensitizing the country’s policy and decision-makers and world
leaders in trade and commerce on huge unexplored potentials of the country.



Outcome Statement of the Conference on
Positioning Bangladesh : Branding for Business

,. BANGLADESH Jointly organized by DCCI, BUILD, BASIS and Katalyst

“Branding for Business Supported bleC&CB|

Bangladesh as a nation of 160 m people has proved its resilience to achieve 6% growth since about several
decades. In the mean time potentials of Bangladesh have been acknowledged by several national and
international organizations. Bangladesh wants to graduate to a MIC by 2021 and for this several policy
objectives have been enforced. Both Government and Private sector needs adequate coordinated efforts
for a favorable business environment for the private sector to flourish as private sector has been identified
as the main engine of growth. The Government has also identified its challenges and framed out policies
to address these obstacles. One of the prime advantages of the country is that both Public and private
sector have been working in parallel to chalk out its policies towards higher growth.

Bangladesh needs to highlight its potentials to the international community while a number of research
organizations have projected the huge potentials of the country.

In view of the above, it is a great need for all of us to position Bangladesh appropriately both and national
and international level so that the perception gap about Bangladesh can be addressed that the country has
come up a long way and is willing to be a as a new and modern country by the next few years.

The main objectives of the conference were to encourage the country’s policy and decision-makers to
frame their policies in such a way so as to exploit the tremendous potential of the country, stimulate the
private sector to invest more, kick-start Bangladesh positioning itself in the world through initiating
appropriate market branding strategy and to make aware of the leaders in trade and commerce both home
and abroad on huge unexplored potential of the country.

In order to bring Bangladesh’s huge potentials to the surface and present it before world leaders in industry
and investment, Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry (DCCI) along with Business Initiative Leading
Development (BUILD), Bangladesh Association of Software and Information Services (BASIS) and Katalyst
has organized an International Conference on “Positioning Bangladesh: Branding for Business” on 5 — 6
December 2012 at Pan Pacific Sonargaon, Dhaka. The conference was inaugurated by the Prime Minister
of the Govt of Bangladesh.

In the inaugural session Hon’ble Ministers from different Ministries were present. In the inaugural session,
Hon’ble Minister for Civil Aviation and Tourism, Minister for Commerce, Industries Minister and Minister,
Ministry of Foreign Minister were present to highlight several aspects of the achievements as well
challenges of the country to graduate to the next stage of the development as per the Government Sixth
Five Year Plan and Vision 2021.

There were in total six Working session excluding the Inaugural session, the Sessions were : 1) Where is
Bangladesh Today? How Branding can be Helpful for Bangladesh, 2) Macro and Micro Linkages for Policy
benefits, 3) Testimonials of In-Country and Ex-country Experience Sharing; 4) Private Sector-Engine for
Sustainable Development- under this broad head the 4th Session was The Concept of Market for the Poor
and Inclusive Business Approach; 5) Experience Sharing Session by Private Companies; 6) Bangladesh
Out sourcing-Positioning Bangladesh in Global IT Arena. We are presently at the Concluding session of the
2-Day Conference.

Outcome of the Conference

1.  The very objectives of the Conference is to Position Bangladesh and for this Branding for Business is
one of the strategies as the Business of the country have already acknowledged, Bangladesh is the
twenty first fastest growing economy, second largest RMG exporters, 69th largest exporting country.
The economy of BD has moved from agrarian to service-based to manufacturing economy. It has its

ever-growing consumer market in a proper manner. BD is at the crossroads towards higher trajectory.

The concept of nation branding refers to developing an identity for a nation that encompasses several
components of national accounts including foreign direct investments, exports, culture, sports,
migrants, international relations and many other aspects. It is about letting others know about the
talents and the opportunities that a country is endowed with. Country branding policy should be now
integrated instead of peace-meal basis. To brand BD to the world, BD should mitigate the
consequences and try to adapt with the changing scenario due to climate change. Brand is not just a
logo. Hence, there must be a concerted effort from public and private sector to articulate a proper
country branding strategy.

Bangladesh is a country that can be branded as competitive, professional, and determined. The
country should fully exploit the young, dynamic, hard-working, entrepreneurial, enduring, dedicated
labor force, which is seen as the biggest resource of BD, to take the economy to the desired
destination.

Bangladesh’s brand as a nation is most importantly reflected by the way its people interact and behave
individually and collectively. Each Bangladeshis behavior and values is a representation of the
nation’s brand as a whole.

Investment in branding the nation must be long-term and the effect must be lasting throughout
numerous channels. Bangladesh is already gaining credibility as an economically vibrant, growing
nation. The brand must be built on this premise, engaging the government, businesses, and
individuals to gain further credibility for the country.

Branding Bangladesh should go beyond tourism, as people are considered the nation’s most valuable
asset. Branding should focus less on the place and more on the people.

Investment in country branding must be long-term and the effect must be lasting throughout numerous
channels. FD is very important as it brings technology alongside investment. To encourage more FDI
flow to BD, interest rate must be kept within a certain limit that helps keep the cost of fund lower.

To brand BD to its potential investors, BD can showcase the experience its existing happy foreign
investors gathered in BD.

BD should identify its potential investors and should address their queries in order to understand their
tone and intent. Policy-makers should look deep into it. Existing foreign investors should be
encouraged and emphasized to sustain and enhance their investments so that they themselves
become a tool for branding BD.

BD should review the wages annually, take proper safety measures, generate efficient mid-level
management, become more dependent on domestic management experts, improve the infrastructure
to attract a good level of investment.

There is a dire need to implement the multimodal transport policy to improve the transport facilities and
reduce the cost as well as time-spent of business to stimulate private sector to investment with
confidence. Cost of energy should be kept lower to sustain competitiveness to stimulate the private
sector initiatives from within the country and from outside country.

Silk industry is leaving Eastern Asia. Bangladesh could take this opportunity to bring this industry
inside its border.

BD needs to enforce the Geographical Indication (Gl) Law, which is underway to be formulated by the
Govt, in shortest possible time.

Policy-makers should give special attention to counter-productive policies. The mismatch between
macro and micro policies exists all over the world. However, the mismatch should be within an
acceptable limit/range. In order to get the desired benefits of Macro and Micro policies, Coherent and
consistent policies should be devised and enacted in orderly fashion. Policies should guide
policy-makers, private sector, and development partners in a certain way.
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The issue of micro and micro linkages is a critical and often overlooked dimension of continuous
economic development. These linkages can be broadly defined as micro failures influencing macro
efforts, and micro successes influencing macro efforts and vice versa. The Bangladesh government,
for example, has come up with numerous policies in the past designed to support a specific industry,
but that industry failed to enjoy the intended benefits, as at micro-level the manner in which
government organizations operate failed to generate the expected benefits. While this was the routine
scenario in practice, the picture is changing: Government’s micro-level policies are being translated
into micro-level benefits.

There must be some consistency between these two policies. Macro policy should not be prepared in
isolation. Policy should direct every sector every one in the same direction. Like all other country we
do have some mismatches. There are mismatches within the macro policy indeed. For instance one
ministry identifies the thrust sectors and another ministry allocates the incentives. Therefore this two
never matches. Many of the thrust sectors do not get the incentives while sectors from out side the
thrust sector enjoying the incentives. It is high time to concentrate on where we actually want to go!
Our fiscal policy is expansionary while we have concretionary monetary policy! These two will
definitely raise the interest rate and will increase the cost of doing business eventually. The targets will
remain unreachable with such contradictory policies. So we should have cooperation and coherence
among the policy makers.

The growth of the ICT sector is likely to induce technological advancements, which can benefit
organizations, businesses, and governments, and stimulate long-term job creation and economic
growth. Bangladeshi ICT firms are yet to position themselves on the global outsourcing market,
currently a trillion dollar market, boasting enormous potential for FDI inflows for the country. The ICT
sector can only be boosted if the government enables an environment that is conducive for growth,
providing a suitable legal framework and prioritizing education in ICT.

Bangladesh should focus on IT and ITES and can lead its effort to make the betterment of this sector.
Policy should be auspicious to encourage this competitive sector. Investments in tangible and
intangible assets are required. Connection with international market is very important. It needs to be
identified that this sector is working with government and international market as well. Bangladesh
has done some good things so far. People are investing and investigating the potentials and some
organizations are working on this as well. Bangladesh has a vision “Digital Bangladesh”. Government
and industry should work to bring the momentum. Management and marketing capability is the area
Bangladesh should work on.

E-commerce in Bangladesh has got a lot of potentials. Supply chain management if maintained
appropriately can support both E-marketing and e-commerce.

Tariff policies of BD should gradually be liberalized in order to give the private sector led economic
growth of the country a reality. There should be exclusive interaction and coordination between
Bangladesh Tariff Commission and National Board of Revenue (NBR) prior to finalizing the annual
national budget.

BD IT community is growing in a synergetic manner. The booming IT sector in BD would attract the
foreign investors to bring FDI to Bangladesh. The development of a fully integrated branding strategy
can also help position Bangladesh as a destination for ICT investment and outsourcing, and generate
FDI inflows.

Current fiscal and monetary policies are contradictory and this contradiction eventually increases the
interest rate. The ICT sector can be considered a thrust sector for the Bangladesh economy, due to its
rapid expansion and growing contribution to the economy.

By increasing the number of interactions with new clients, both large and small companies, to do better
business. More than 80 million people living below USD 2.5 per day should be recognized as
consumers, producers, and potential employees. Higher economic growth from both sides may lead
to poverty alleviation. In this way, more investors will be attracted and can contribute to better branding
of BD.

BD is an example of how the private sector can flourish an economy and a shining example in
reducing poverty. BD has been able to include its poorer segment of the population in its development.
Private sector should be more responsible to the society and environment so that the slogan “Best of
BD is Business” is reflected in reality.

BD is enjoying the benefit of zero-tariff rate from almost all the developed countries. The fruit of this
zero-tariff facility should be shared with the working-class/poor. Inclusive Business is one of the
answers objectives of which is not only the Fair trade but also a Fair Price.

Policy coherence is another important segment to be addressed which is a major issues to get policy
benefit. Bangladesh Bank is framing policies for Contract Farming which in practice very difficult for
implementation. In India there are involvement of Multi-level stake holders for Contact Farming, they
have brought all sectoral players like Insurance, Banking, Farmers, Entrepreneurs all together to
implement the policy.

Crop Insurance should be introduced to save Farmers in Grey Days. The Farmers should be provided
with support in kind on the basis of inputs not in cash. The Farmers could get support from the large
Companies to support them to provide collaterals so that they can be qualified to get Credit from the
Banks.

Marginal Farmers should be provided with supports so that drop-out can be reduced. Supporting
institutions could play a great role through supporting Inclusive Business approach for development
and growth of the regional economies.

When quality of product is good, it speaks for the Branding by itself. Economies of scale helps to
sustain in the marketplace.

Telecom operators requested for freedom of their CSR practice on their own way rather than following
the process outlined by the government. Presently Telecom Companies have to invest their CSR
amount to the BTRC, they would like to invest this amount to the agriculture directly. For agro-credit
there could be a separate policy so that they get their Credits directly through mobile technology.

We have resource and compatibility but we are not ready yet, we need to do homework to gain
confidence, do re-search, formulate strategies, specialize and at the same time we need to take care
of quality control.

IT will have tremendous expansion in future so there will be no office, work will be on demand.

IT isn’'t enough to be focused, we need to be aware of the situation and innovative ideas or formula
that can improve and develop IT sectors and all other concerned sectors that can Position Bangladesh
in the global context.

An audit also includes evaluating
the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the presentation of the financial statements.

Background
Incorporation

Dhaka Chamber of Commerce & Industry (here-in-after referred to as the DCCI) was incorporated
on March 10, 1959 as a company limited by guarantee under the Companies Act, 1913 as replaced
by Companies Act 1994.

Objectives

Main objectives of the DCCI are as follows:

a. To promote and foster ideas of co-operation and mutual help amongst the members engaged in
Trade, Commerce and Industry in Bangladesh.

b. To watch over, protect and safeguard in general commercial and industrial interest in
Bangladesh particularly of the members engaged in business in the District of Dhaka or any
other place.

c. To consider and help in formulating the policy of Government from time to time relating to
questions pertaining to Trade, Commerce and Industry.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Accounting basis

These Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles (GAAP) under historical cost convention and also in accordance with the Bangladesh
Accounting Standards (BAS) issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of Bangladesh
(ICAB).

Property, plant and equipment
Fixed Assets are stated at actual cost less accumulated depreciation in the Financial Statements.
Depreciation

Depreciation on Fixed Assets is charged on reducing balance method at rates ranging from 2.5% to
20% per annum depending on the estimated life of assets. Full year's depreciation is charged on the
additions to fixed assets irrespective of the date of acquisition thereof.

Revenue recognition

All income and expenses, other than subscription income/bulletin fee are accounted for on accrual
basis. Subscription and bulletin fee are recognized as income on the date these are received on cash
basis excepting that so much thereof as relates to the period subsequent to the year ended
September 30, 2012 is accounted for as a liability (advance subscription under Liabilities for other
finance).
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Chartered Accountants

Inventories
Inventories of Stationery and Printing items are valued at the lower of cost and net realizable value.
Employee benefits

Provisions have been set up in the accounts for gratuity and annual leave (earned leave) benefits to
employees since 2008 towards build-up of the entire liability gradually.

Provision for income tax liability

National Board of Revenue, Bangladesh vide SRO # 234-Ain-Income Tax/2011 dated 6 July 2011
and SRO # 216-Ain-Income Tax/2012 dated 27 June 2012 introduced income tax on Trade Bodies.
The issue has been protested by Trade Bodies and the decision from the Government is awaiting.
DCCI maintains accounts from October to September. If the above noted SRO stands, DCCI may
have to pay tax on its Partial income for the year. The matter being unresolved till to date, no
provision for income tax has been made.

Reporting currency

DCCI maintains its Books of Accounts in Bangladeshi Taka (BDT), and all figures represented in the
financial statements are in BDT.

Reporting period
The reporting period of the DCCI cover one year from October to September consistently.
Responsibility of the preparation and presentation of the Financial Statements

The management of the DCCI is responsible for the preparation and presentation of the Financial
Statements.
